MULTI-PURPOSE LEGAL LITERACY-CUM-MEDICAL CAMP AT JAULJIBI FAIR 

GROUND,PITHORAGARH: 
 

On 04th April, 2021,a Multi-purpose/New Module Legal Service Camp was organized 

in the Jauljibi  Fair Ground at District Pithoragarh. The said camp was organized as per the 

direction of the Hon‟ble Executive Chairman, UKSLSA, Nainital. The said multipurpose 

camp was inaugurated by the Hon‟ble Executive Chairman, UKSLSA Nainital. The Member 

Secretary, UKSLSA, District Judge/Chairman and Secretary, DLSA Pithoragarh and other 

judicial officers were also present in the said multipurpose camp. Hon‟ble Executive 

Chairman, UKSLSA Nainital  informed the participants that every citizen should be aware 

about their rights and obligations.Legal Services Institutions have been 

constituted/established to ensure Access to Legal Services for the common mass by 

providing them free legal aid. Goal of legal aid would be achieved when all the needy and 

poor people are aware and are getting benefits from it as it is their fundamental right. 

In the above Multi-purpose camp total 1109 people were  benefited and   

Wheelchairs, Spectacles, Hearing Aid, Blanket Shawls and medicines etc.provided to them. 

Free medical check up of the people including heart patients were also conducted. 

Besides the above, Certificates relating to Income ,Caste, Domicile, Disability, 

Death, Birth, B.P.L. Category were provided to 425 people.  Widow, Old Age pension 

Applications, workers registration form, renewal of workers registration, Aadhar Card form 

etc. received by the departments in order to process so that maximum no. of persons may 

be benefitted. 
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MEETING OF HON’BLE HIGH POWER COMMITTEE DATED 17.05.2021:  
 

In compliance of the Order dated 07.05.2021 passed by the Hon‟ble Supreme Court of India, 

in Suo Moto Writ Petitions (C) No. 1/2020-IN RECONTAGION OF COVID-19 VIRUS IN PRISONS and 

order dated 06.05.2021 passed by the Hon‟ble High Court of Uttarakhand in Writ Petition (PIL) No. 

58 of 2021 (Omveer Singh Vs. State of Uttarakhand and others) and as per directions of Hon‟ble 

Executive Chairman, UKSLSA, Nainital, a Hon‟ble High Power Committee meeting was convened on 

17.05.2021. The said meeting was chaired by the Hon‟ble Mr. Justice Manoj Tiwari, Executive 

Chairman, UKSLSA and other members of the committee, Secretary, Home Govt. of Uttarakhand 

and IG Prison, Uttarakhand Dehradun have attended the meeting. Hon‟ble High power committee 

has recommended that 106 convicted prisoners and 685 under trial prisoners shall be released on 

parole/interim bail for 90 days. Hon‟ble High power committee has directed that the convicts/ 

undertrials which are to be released on parole/interim bail, shall undergo RT-PCR and other tests for 

Covid-19 before their release. The Chief Medical Officer of the concerned district shall be asked to 

conduct proper health check-ups of such prisoners/undertrials before their release on parole or 

interim bail. They may also be requested to make necessary arrangements regarding the medical 

examination (COVID-19 Examination) of such prisoners/undertrials before they are transmitted 

from the jail to their respective places.  

 

MEETING OF HON’BLE HIGH POWER COMMITTEE DATED 23.06.2021: 
 

In compliance of the Order dated 07.05.2021 passed by the Hon‟ble Supreme Court of India, 

in Suo Moto Writ Petitions (C) No. 1/2020-IN RECONTAGION OF COVID-19 VIRUS IN PRISONS and 

order dated 06.05.2021 passed by the Hon‟ble High Court of Uttarakhand in Writ Petition (PIL) No. 

58 of 2021 (Omveer Singh Vs. State of Uttarakhand and others) and as per directions of Hon‟ble 

Executive Chairman, UKSLSA, Nainital, the Second Hon‟ble High Power Committee meeting was 

convened on 23.06.2021.The said meeting was chaired by the Hon‟ble Mr. Justice Manoj Tiwari, 

Executive Chairman, UKSLSA and other members of the committee, Secretary, Home Govt. of 

Uttarakhand and IG Prison, Uttarakhand Dehradun have attended the meeting. Hon‟ble High power 

committee has recommended that 24 convicted prisoners and 79 under trial prisoners shall be 

released on parole/interim bail only for 60 days. The convicts and under-trials of other countries be 

not considered for release on parole/interim bail by the Hon‟ble Committee considering the future 

complications regarding ensuring their presence in the course of trial/in jails for serving the 

sentences. The list of sick convicts/under-trials prisoners has taken into consideration to be released 

on parole/interim bail. It is directed that the other conditions shall be as per the previous 

order/recommendation of Hon‟ble High Powered Committee. 
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VIDEO CONFERENCING SESSION:  
 
1. As per directions of Hon‟ble Executive Chairman, UKSLSA, Nainital a meetting on 04.05.2021  

was convened by the UKSLSA with secretaries, District legal services authorities of the state of 

Uttarakhand through Video Conference.The meeting was chaired by the Hon‟ble member secretary 

UKSLSA Sri R.K.Khulbe. In the said meeting issues regarding progress report of DLSAs in light of 

the letter dated 21.04.2021 of NALSA, Legal Aid related activities of DLSAs during the second wave 

of COVID-19 Pandemic were discussed.  

 

2 On 21.06.2021, again a Video conferencing session was conducted. During this VC Session 

the Hon‟ble Executive Chairman, Uttarakhand SLSA was interacted with the Chairpersons and 

Secretaries of District Legal Services Authorities.
