Four (04) National Lok Adalats were organized in the State of Uttarakhand from Tehsil 

Level to High Court Level in all the Courts and Quasi Judicial Authorities on 13.07.2019, 

14.09.2019, 14.12.2019 and 08.02.2020. In these National Lok Adalats, the Money 

Recovery Cases, Civil and Criminal Compoundable Cases, matters pertaining to Labour 

Disputes, Revenue Disputes, Land Acquisition Act, Family Disputes, MACT, NI Act, Water 

and Electricity and all such matters which can be settled amicably were taken up. 

 In these National Lok Adalats, a total number of 55293 cases were taken up and 

out of those 15020 cases were settled amicably. Amount to the tune of

During these 

occasions, 1705 special legal literacy and awareness camps were organized wherein 

68071 people were got benefitted.  
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LEGAL SERVICES/EMPOWERMENT CAMPS: 
 

During the month of July, 2019 to March, 2020, 66 New Module Camps empowering 

the common masses about their legal rights have been organized in association with the 

other Government Departments, such as District Administration, Social Welfare 

Department, Labour Department, Block Offices, Village Development Offices, Health 

Department, Police Department etc. and NGOs. The venues of these camps were Schools, 

Colleges, Villages, Community Centres etc. Total 45967 people were got benefited in these 

New Module Empowerment camps.  

 

ACTIVITIES ON LEGAL LITERACY AND AWARENESS IN NANDASHTAMI MELA, 

NAINITAL: 

During the month of September, 2019, a three days (06.09.2019 to 08.09.2019) 

Legal Literacy-cum-Medical Camp was organized by the Uttarakhand SLSA in Nandashtami 

Mela, wherein medical and health-check-up of the public/common mass was done with the 

help of District Medical and Health Department, Nainital. A Blood Donation camp was also 

organized on this occasion. Apart from this, with the active support of the NGO namely; 

“THE HANS CULTURAL CENTRE”, wheel chairs, hearing kits, crutches, back pain belts, 

spectacles etc. were also distributed to the public free of cost in the said event. A Blood 

Donation camp was also organized. A Book Stall was also set up in the said event. Further, 

different social welfare related certificates were also distributed to the entitled persons with 
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the help of District Social Welfare Department, Nainital during this campaign. 

Approximately 592 persons attended this campaign.

As per directions and guidance of Hon‟ble the Chief Justice/Patron-in-Chief, 

Uttarakhand SLSA, Nainital a Web Based Application (open source) namely LEGAL 

AID INFORMATION SYSTEM (LAIS) has been developed to access services of legal 

aid and to monitor the activities, being carried out through legal aid easily and 

efficiently. The said ambitious web application aims to provide free legal aid to the 

needy people and other concerned stakeholders. Since the application was developed 

for State Legal Services Authority and the development and technical aspects are 

being handled by the Hon‟ble High Court.  The newly developed Web Application is 

helpful/useful for updating UKSLSA, Nainital data and also for public welfare with 

regard to free legal aid services through Legal Services Institutions. 

The said LEGAL AID INFORMATION SYSTEM (LAIS) was inaugurated on 

06.03.2020 by the Hon‟ble Mr. Justice D.Y. Chandrachud, Hon‟ble Justice, Supreme

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TELE-LAW PROGRAMME: 

Government of India is implementing a project titled „Citizens Duties Awareness 

Programme (CDA) since November, 2019 for a period of one year. Focus areas of the 

project is to spread awareness about the Fundamental Duties amongst the masses 

throughout the country. For the said purpose 1000 Digital Village CSCs (Common 

Service Centers), in 116 Districts covering 16 States were chosen. In the State of 

Uttarakhand, 20 CSCs of district Haridwar from the places Bhaderabad, Bharawad, 

Lakshar & Roorkee, were selected for the said „Citizens Duties Awareness Programme‟. 

To meet out the purpose of the said programme, DLSA Haridwar has deputed 04 Panel 

Lawyers and 01 Para-Legal Volunteers to cover 20 CSCs selected by the Department of 

Justice in district Haridwar.  
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ESSAY COMPETITION ON BIRTH ANNIVERSARY OF DR. BHIMRAO RAMJI 

AMBEDKAR: 

On the occasion of Birth Anniversary of Dr. Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar, Hon‟ble the 

Executive Chairman, Uttarakhand SLSA, Nainital, was kind enough to direct the Legal 

Services Institutions in the State to organize an Online Essay Competition on the topic: 

Fraternity in the Indian Constitution as Envisaged by Dr. Bhimrao Ramji 

Ambedkar. The said online essay competition was organized on 14th April, 2020 for 

the Law Students of LLB Final Year and LLM, studying in any Law Colleges and 

Universities, within the territory of India. 

RELEASE OF PRISONERS AND LEGAL AID DURING LOCKDOWN DUE TO COVID-19 

PANDEMIC: 

In compliance of the order dated 23.03.2020 passed by Hon‟ble Supreme Court in Suo 

Moto Writ Petition (C) No. 1/2020, In Re: Contagion of COVID-19 Virus in 

Prisons, a High Powered Committee comprising of (1) Hon‟ble Mr. Justice Sudhanshu 

Dhulia, Executive Chairman of Uttarakhand State Legal Services Authority; (ii) 

Principal Secretary (Home/Prison); and (iii) Director General of Prison was constituted 

to determine the class of prisoners who can be released on parole or on interim bail for 

such period as may be thought appropriate. Two online meetings of Hon‟ble High 

Powered Committee were held on 26.03.2020 and 08.04.2020. Thereafter Hon‟ble Mr. 

Justice Ravi Malimath, after taking charge of Hon‟ble Executive Chairman of 

Uttarakhand State Legal Services Authority, chaired the third meeting on 09.07.2020. 

On the basis of the recommendations issued by the Hon‟ble High Powered Committee, 

a total number of 804 prisoners (575 under-trials and 229 convicts) have been 

released from different jails of Uttarakhand on interim bail or parole.   

Beside this, the video conferences were also held on 30.03.2020, 31.03.2020, 

01.04.2020, 11.04.2020, 12.04.2020, 14.4.2020, 16.04.2020, 23.04.2020, 24.4.2020, 

03.05.2020 and 05.07.2020 wherein all the DLSAs were directed to take all necessary 

steps so as to provide help in the form of food, shelter, health check-up, sanitization 

etc to the needy persons. Consequently, the necessary legal aid and assistance 

provided by the Legal Services Institutions to the needy people during the lockdown is 

hereunder:

INSPECTION OF QUARANTINE CENTERS BY SECRETARIES, DLSAs: 

Besides this, the Hon‟ble High Court vide order dated 28.05.2020 passed in Writ 

Petition No. 58/2020, Sachdanand Dabral Vs. Union of Indian & Others,  directed the 

Secretary, DLSA, Nainital, Udham Singh Nagar, Haridwar and Dehradun to inspect the 

Quarantine Centers from outside and make appropriate enquiries with regard to the 

conditions of these Quarantine Centers. Accordingly, Secretaries of the aforesaid DLSAs 

conducted inspection of the Quarantine Centers and submitted their reports of the Hon‟ble 

High Court.

Court‟s order dated 28.05.2020 passed in Writ Petition No. 58/2020.
