In compliance of the order dated 07.07.2022 passed by the Hon’ble High Court of 

Uttarakhand in WP (PIL) No. 93/2022 (Jitendera Yadav Vs. Union of India & Others) and as 

per the directions issued by the Hon’ble Executive Chairman, UKSLSA, Nainital with reference 

to the aforesaid order, to all District Legal Services Authorities in the State, Legal awareness 

and Cleanliness Drive is being carried out by the DLSAs across the State of Uttarakhand.
