During the period July-2023 to September-2023, National Lok Adalat was organized
on 09.09.2023 in all District Legal Services Authorities including Outlying Courts throughout
the State of Uttarakhand. In the said National Lok Adalat total 10941 cases were referred
and out of them total 9644 cases were settled amicably and a sum of Rs. 60,43,62,513/-
were finalized as settlement amount.

During the said National Lok Adalat, total 16378 Pre-Litigation cases were taken-up
and out of them 12029 cases were settled amicably and Rs. 22,86,06,101/- were realized
as settlement amount.

The National Lok Adalat was also organized in the Quasi-Judicial Courts such as Con-
sumer Courts and Debt Recovery Tribunals on 09.09.2023. Total 60 cases were referred in
such Quashi-Judicial Courts and out of them 34 were settled and Rs. 15,47,48,969/- were

realized as settlement amount.

It is kindly submitted that Uttarakhand, being a mountainous State, most of youth gener-
ation from hills being migrated to other places for the purpose of education, employment and
other reasons, with many villages being left only with old people, who are in great need for welfare

schemes and have health and other similar issues.

Moreover, it has been found that even in the urban areas where many senior citizens are
living alone and have to face myriad of challenges relating to safety, security, social, physical,
mental, maltreatment and economic due to lack of familial support and social maladjustment,

apart from loneliness.

In this regard, it is also kindly submitted that Article 41 of the Constitution of India lays
down that the State shall, within the limits of economic capacity and development, make effective
provision for securing the right to work, to education and to public assistance in case of unem-

ployment, old age, sickness and disablement, and in other case of undeserved want.

It is kindly submitted that National Legal Services Authority has also formulated a scheme

for the Senior Citizens namely; NALSA (Legal Services to Senior Citizens) Scheme, 2016.

In this context, it is kindly submitted that having considered this issue, Hon’ble the Exec-
utive Chairman, Uttarakhand State Legal Services Authority was of the view that there is a need
to conduct an intensive awareness drive and other appropriate legal aid activities for the Senior
Citizens throughout the State of Uttarakhand, so that Senior Citizens may be made aware about

their welfare rights.

Accordingly, in order to ensure the effective implementation of the aforesaid drive at grass-
root level, Hon'ble Executive Chairman, Uttarakhand State Legal Services Authority was pleased

to approve to organize a “15 Days Intensive Awareness Drive for the Senior Citizens” in

the State of Uttarakhand w.e.f. 16" September, 2023 to 30th September, 2023.
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Further, to make this drive a success, various legal aid and awareness activities were to
be carried out by the District Legal Services Authorities during the aforesaid period of 15 days in

their respective Districts. An overview of such activities is hereunder:-

(i) To organize awareness camps in Old Age Homes/Senior Citizens Homes, Senior Citi-
zens Clubs or at any other prominent places with the maximum availability of Senior
Citizens wherein Senior Citizens shall be apprised about the NALSA (Legal Services
to Senior Citizens) Scheme, 2016, Welfare Laws, Welfare Schemes, Rights of Senior

Citizens, Online and Banking Frauds, etc.

To organize Awareness Programmes and Camps in Schools and Colleges, wherein
youth generation shall be sensitized about the need and importance of respecting

senior citizens and elderly.

To organize Special Medical Health Check-Up Camps for the Senior Citizens in Urban

and Rural areas of the District.

To identify neglected and destitute Senior Citizens and efforts shall be made to pro-
vide prompt and effective legal aid and also assist them to provide other government

welfare scheme through PLVs in association with concerning stakeholders.

For the safety and security purpose, registration of tenants and servants of Senior
Citizens, particularly who are living alone shall be made in association with the Police

Department.

To ensure wider and adequate publicity of this Drive through Local T.V. Channel, Print

& Electronic Media and Digital Platform.

To regular upload and update the news with photographs of the said Drive on the

Facebook Page of DLSA.

To ensure the active participation and coordination of all the stakeholders during the

said Drive.

(ix) To cover the whole District during the aforesaid Drive; especially rural areas and far-

flung hilly terrains.
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In order to make this 15 days of Intensive Drive a grand success and in order to ensure

the compliance of the directions issued by the Hon’ble Executive Chairman, Uttarakhand State

During the said period the District Legal Services Authorities convened 23 Meetings with
Food Safety Officer and Drug Inspector and Anti-Drug Team Members, 41 surprise inspec-
tions/visits to shops, stores, medical stores, malls by the concerned officers, 162 samples
collected from the shops, malls and stores and were sent to laboratory, out of them 29
reports have been received.
