The Health Department handed over Disability Certificates to 03 disabled
persons and 810 people were medically treated and free medicines were given to
them. Beside this, 50 CT Scan, 33 Lab Tests, 50 X-ray, 35 Ultrasound, registration of
850 persons, eye check-ups of 458 people and vaccination of 80 people were made

free of cost.

The Women Empowerment Department received 19 applications under PMMVY
Scheme and 32 applications under Pratham Charan Nanda Gaura Scheme. The
Horticulture Department distributed seeds, fertilizers and pesticides to the 250 farmers
on 50 percent National rebate. Industry Department received 03 applications, Tourism
Department received 24 applications under Deen Dayal Grih Awaas Yojana, 02
applications under Vir Chandra Singh Garhwali Yojana and 10 applications under
Sahsik Khel Yojana. The Animal Husbandry Department distributed medicines to 164

people for their cattles.
