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REPORT OF "INTERNATIONAL YOUTH DAY"”, CELEBRATED ON
12.08.2025

International Youth Day, observed on 12" August every year, is a global
recognition of the energy, creativity, and potential of young people in shaping a
better tomorrow. The theme for 2025, “Youth as Agents of Change: Shaping a
Sustainable and Just Future”, reminds us that youth are not only the leaders of
tomorrow but also partners of today in addressing challenges such as climate
change, social justice, digital empowerment, and inclusive development. With
India’s vast youth population, the responsibility lies in providing platforms for
their voices, engaging them in community development, and empowering them
through education, skill-building, and legal awareness. On this day, we must
reaffirm our commitment to nurture, guide, and support our young generation
so they may truly become the torchbearers of progress and the guardians of a

just, inclusive, and sustainable future.

On this “International Youth Day”, DLSAs in the State have been
directed to organize legal awareness camps and programmes in collaboration
with concerned stakeholders. During the said awareness camps and

programmes, the youth were made aware about:

Fundamental Rights and Duties.

Right to Equality and Right to Education.

Duty to Protect the Environment.

Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2015.

Prohibition of Child Marriage Act, 2006.

Protection of Children from Sexual Offences (POCSO) Act, 2012.

The campaign sought to raise public awareness about youth rights and
responsibilities, motivate youth participation in local development, and advocate

for the crucial need to invest in young people for achieving Sustainable
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Development Goals (SDGs). The 2025 theme, "Local Youth Actions," focused on

empowering youth-led innovation at the community level.

In a commendable demonstration of environmental responsibility aligned
with the spirit of International Youth Day 2025, the Hon’ble Executive Chairman
of the Uttarakhand SLSA, Nainital, directed a unique initiative encouraging the
entire Judicial Fraternity across the state to adopt eco-friendly commuting
practices. This initiative underscored the importance of sustainable living and the
constitutional obligation to protect the environment, setting a powerful example

for all citizens.

In adherence to the directions of the Hon’ble Executive Chairman,

UKSLSA, Nainital, the occasion of International Youth Day on 12" August

2025 was commemorated with a distinctive and environmentally responsible

initiative across the legal fraternity in Uttarakhand.

On this day, the Hon'ble Judges, Registrars, and staff of the Hon’ble High
Court at Nainital exemplified proactive environmental stewardship by choosing to
arrive at their offices on foot rather than utilizing motorized vehicles. Supporting
this endeavor, the learned Advocates of the High Court Bar Association, Nainital,

also participated earnestly, opting for foot commutes to the High Court.

Extending beyond Nainital, this eco-friendly movement was observed in all
District and Outlying Courts, Family Courts, Permanent Lok Adalats, and
affiliated institutions throughout the state. Judicial Officers, learned Advocates—
including members of Bar Associations—and court staff reached their respective

offices by bicycle or on foot.
This collective effort was designed to:

Reduce carbon emissions, contributing to lower levels of air pollution;

Curb noise pollution in busy judicial and public spaces;

Promote sustainable and healthy lifestyles among the legal community and
beyond;

Reinforce the constitutional duty under Article 51A(g), reminding every
citizen to protect and improve the natural environment.

By integrating environmental consciousness with the observance of
International Youth Day, Uttarakhand’s legal institutions not only marked
the day’s significance but also set a strong example of civic responsibility
and sustainable living for the wider public.
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To make this occasion more comprehensive and impactful, all
District Legal Services Authorities, including TLSCs, organized legal awareness
camps and programmes across the State, covering Schools, Colleges, and also

engaging the common masses on the aforementioned themes.

The DLSAs also engaged PLVs for the aforesaid awareness initiatives. To
maximize outreach, the DLSAs effectively leveraged media, mobile applications,
social media platforms, and other digital tools to spread awareness and to
ensure active participation of the common masses in the movement. In addition,
pamphlets, banners, and other IEC materials were utilized, and Nukkad Nataks
were organized across various locations during the campaign to further

strengthen public awareness.

During the campaign District Legal Services Authorities, Tehsil Legal
Services Committees, and other legal services institutions coordinated a large-
scale campaign across Uttarakhand. In total, 619 awareness initiatives were

organized, reaching approximately 21659 participants throughout the state.

To enhance visibility and engagement, 47 banners were designed and
displayed in prominent public locations. The banners conveyed messages about
youth empowerment, community action, and the importance of youth-driven

development in line with the year’s theme.

Total 10927 pamphlets and brochures were distributed among the

general public. These materials highlighted young people’s challenges,

achievements, and opportunities to inspire positive change. Additionally, 51

rallies were organized with around 11,320 participants, further amplifying

awareness and involvement.

13 Nukkad Nataks (Street Plays) were staged at key locations throughout
Uttarakhand. These performances informed the public about youth rights,
gender equality, legal literacy, substance abuse prevention, and environmental

issues—using compelling narratives and drama.

The campaign spanned 810 villages, tehsils, market places, prisons, and
observation homes, ensuring the outreach included diverse socio-economic

groups and hard-to-reach populations.

The campaign included plantation and cleanliness drives led by youth,

encouraging environmental stewardship. Public messages urged citizens to
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avoid motor vehicles and commute on foot or bicycle on Youth Day, thus

reducing noise and air pollution.

On the occasion PLV, DLSA Haridwar, organized a 400-meter race at
Dream Olympic Sports Academy, Roorkee, to celebrate International Youth Day
and promote youth participation in sports. The event encouraged youth to
harness their potential and follow Swami Vivekananda’s values of self-
confidence, hard work, and service. Attendees were also informed about free

legal aid, legal rights during arrest, Lok Adalat and ADR Mechanism.

Through multi-format outreach—banners, pamphlets, street plays, rallies,
and environmental actions—the campaign significantly enhanced awareness,

empowered youth, and promoted civic responsibility. It reinforced the message

that young people are vital agents of positive change in Uttarakhand.

International Youth Day 2025, as implemented by Legal Services
Authorities, was marked by dynamic activities, extensive outreach, and strong
community engagement. The campaign successfully met its objectives of legal
awareness, youth empowerment, and sustainable development, setting an

inspiring example for future initiatives.
