Sub : Notice to file comments in a Suo-moto — Ms. Shrishti Pandey, Divyangjan
denied entry in the Restaurant.

Please find enclosed a copy of News clipping dated 3.02.2022 in Hindi Hindustan
on the above mentioned subject, which is self-explanatory. The Chief Commissioner for
Persons with Disabilities (Divyangjan) has taken Suo-moto cognizance in this matter.

2. The Preamble of the Indian Constitution aspires to secure to all its citizen’s

Social justice.

3. Article 19 of Indian Constitution guarantees ‘Right to move freely throughout the
country’. This right when exercised by Divyangjan enables him to enjoy other
constitutional and statutory rights, eg, Right to live in a community (Article 21 of Indian
Constitution and Section 5 of Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016); Right to
Participate in Sporting Activities (Section 30 of Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act,
2016); Right to have cultural life and participate in recreational activities (Section
29 of Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016) etc.

4. Anguishing news is reported in the media (annexed herewith), whereby it is
reported that a Divyang person was denied entry in your Restaurant. Further it is reported
that your Restaurant considered the presence of Divyang person as disturbing for other

customers. More so, the person was made to sit outside the Restaurant in cold
temperature.

5. Section 7 of Right of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 mandates that the

appropriate government shall take steps to protect Divyangjan from violence, abuse and
exploitation. o2/
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6. Prima facie this court is inclined to take the view that such act of denying access to
Divyangjan amounts to ‘abuse’ and ‘exploitation’. Such act amounts to deprivation of

Rights of Divyangjan.

Section 75 of Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 mandates that Chief
Commissioner for Persons with Disabilities shall inquire, suo motu or otherwise,
deprivation of rights of persons with disabilities and safeguards available to them
in respect of matters for which the Central Government is the appropriate
Government and take up the matter with appropriate authorities for corrective
action; further Section 7 mandates that appropriate government shall take
cognizance of incidents of abuse, violence and exploitation and provide legal
remedies available against such incidents and take steps for avoiding such
incidents and prescribe the procedure for its reporting. Further the same
provision provides that any person or registered organisation who or which

has reason to believe that an act of abuse,

violence or exploitation has been, or

is being, or is likely to be committed against any person with disability, may
give information about it to the Executive Magistrate within the local limits of

whose jurisdiction such incidents occur.

T This court directs you to file your reply before this court within 15 days of this

notice, presenting the following facts —

a. Why pecuniary penalty should not be imposed on you.
b. Various steps taken by you to prevent such incidents from happening

in future;

c. Steps taken by you to compensate the victim of the abusive incidence

caused because of your act.
