1. Gist of the Complaint:

1.1 The Complainant, who has an 83% locomotor disability, reported that on
11.02.2023 at around 6 pm, while he was in his shop with his elderly father and
ailing brother, Dinesh (a lawyer), his brother Yogendra, and about 20-25 others
attacked them with the intention to Kill, resulting in injuries and abuse regarding the
Complainant’s disability, along with death threats to the entire family. A similar
incident had occurred on 09.02.2023, after which the Complainant contacted PCR
112, but received no assistance at the police station and was instead intimidated
by 1.O. Shri Malkhan ji. Subsequently, a false FIR was filed against the
Complainant by a constable in collusion with the other party, and since 11.02.2023,
there has been no hearing of the Complainant’'s case. The Complainant and his
family were detained at the police station from 11.02.2023 to 12.02.2023 until 4 am
and faced continued pressure, with the Complainant’s FIR not being registered
even on 12.02.2023. The Complainant submitted written complaints (diary
numbers 1035, 1688, and 46) to the DCP and ACP offices on 13.02.2023 and
18.02.2023.

2. Notice issued to the respondent:
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2.1 A Notice dated 01.05.2023 was issued by this Court under
Sections 75 and 77 of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016
(hereinafter referred to as “the RPWD Act”), to the Respondent for
forwarding their comments within 30 days to this Court.

3. Reply filed by the respondent:

3.1 The Additional Deputy Commissioner of Police-1, Outer District, Delhi, in a
reply dated 19.07.2023, stated that an enquiry conducted by ACP/PG revealed
ongoing quarrels between the Complainant and his neighbour regarding the issue
of putting “Thaiyya.” Following a PCR call (DD No. 02 dated 10.02.2023), action
under Sections 107/150 CrPC was taken against both parties by E.O./ASI| Malkhan
to maintain peace in the area. Further, on 11.02.2023, a PCR call (DD No. 61A PS
Rajpark) resulted in cross-cases being registered: FIR No. 125/23 under Sections
323/341/354B/34 IPC dated 12.02.2023, and FIR No. 135/23 under Sections
323/341/506/34 IPC dated 15.02.2023, both pending investigation with 1.0./ASI
Ramakant, No. 1293/0OD. The enquiry found that the allegations against the police
officials were unsubstantiated.

4. Rejoinder filed by the complainant:

4.1 The Complainant, in his rejoinder dated 04.08.2023, submitted
that he is not satisfied by the action taken by the police. He requests
that the matter should be impartially investigated and the culprits should
be punished severely, and also request for hearing.

5. Hearing:

5.1 A hearing was conducted on 03.04.2025 in hybrid mode
(Offline/Online  through Video Conferencing). The following
parties/representatives were present during the hearing:

6. Proceedings of the Hearing:

6.1 The Court initially inquired whether the matter was already before a criminal
court, to which the Respondent confirmed that it is pending in the trial court with
cross cases filed by both parties. The Complainant claimed he was falsely
implicated and assaulted, and that a case was made against him following the
incidents on 9th and 11th February 2023, which involved fights at the shop. He
further stated that, despite lodging a police complaint earlier, no proper action was
taken, prompting him to seek relief from the CCPD Court.

7. Observation and Recommendations:

7.1 The Court observed that the matter is already under
consideration before a criminal court, where the trial, including cross-
examination and the presentation of evidence (such as CCTV footage, if
any), will proceed. Both parties have filed cases against each other
arising from the same incident, and the trial is pending before the
competent Magistrate.

7.2 The Court concludes that this matter is not maintainable before
the CCPD for various reasons. Firstly, the matter being sub-judice can
not be raised before other fora, including this Court. Secondly, this
matter is criminal in nature. It is not within the mandate of the CCPD as
per Section 75 of the Act, and thirdly, the aggrieved person being a
person with a disability is not sufficient to raise a matter before this
Court. The grievance should pertain to a specific violation of the
provisions of the Act, or of any rules or instructions issued in pursuance
thereof or to any denial of rights available to the Complainant on the
grounds of his disability or any discrimination on account of his
disabilities. The instant matter does not fall within any of the above
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classes.

7.3 In view of the foregoing, the Complainant is advised to pursue
appropriate remedies before the trial court.

7.4 Accordingly, proceedings before this Court are disposed of.
