2.1 The Complainant, Mr. Inder Singh, filed a grievance dated 25.02.26 on behalf of his son, Mr. Ajay
Singh, a person with 50% intellectual disability, regarding the long-pending settlement of a family pension.
The Complainant submitted that as the legal guardian, he had repeatedly approached Northern Railway
officials with all necessary documentation, including the disability certificate and proof of dependency. He
sought the urgent intervention of the Court to expedite the pension processing to ensure lifelong care and
financial support for his son.

2.2 The Respondent submitted that the individual’s disability certificate had been referred to the
Central Medical Board. Based on that medical assessment, the Board determined that the individual did not
meet the specific criteria required for a lifelong family pension.

2.3 The Court observed that under Rule 75 (5) Clause (c) of the Railway Services (Pension) Rules,
1993, eligibility for a lifelong family pension for a person with a disability is strictly contingent upon the
individual being incapable of earning a living. In the present case, the Complainant’s son is diagnosed with
Mild Intellectual Disability. As there is no medical certification validating a total incapability of earning a
livelihood, the Court finds that the eligibility criteria for the lifetime pension have not been met at this stage.

2.4 During the proceedings, the Court issued a stern caution to the Railway Authorities to clearly
specify the grounds for acceptance or rejection of such requests to ensure transparency. The Court further
advised the Railways to verify all current lifetime pensioners to ensure consistency and prevent the misuse
of discretionary powers, ensuring that no eligible person is unfairly rejected while others are allowed. With
these observations, the case stands disposed of.
