Subjeet- Request for additional deployment of 01 Bn. of

CRPT and 06 CoBRA units in Gadchiroli District.
/

With reference to the subject cited above, vou are aware that Gadchiroli is one of the
most Maoist affccted districts in the State. There are 66 PS/SPS/AOP presently functional in
Gadchiroli District for conducting Anti-Maoist operations and 1o maintain law and order in the
district.

It was proposed 1o open 08 new FOBs at Pengunda, Nelgunda, Kawande, Tumarkothi,
Murewada, Bangadi, Kuwakodi and Binagunda as part of ongoing efforts to strengthen Anti-
Maoist operations in Gadchiroli district, specifically along critical border areas. Out of these,
Pengunda was commissioned on 11/12/2024, Nelgunda on 30/01/2025, and Kawande on
09/03/2025. Pengunda is located 03 kms. from thc Maharashtra and Chhattisgarh border, while
Nelgunda is just 500 mirs. away and Kawande is only 200 mtrs. from the border. Notably,
Nelgunda and Kawande were part of Hon. Chief Minister of Maharashtra's 100 Days Action
Plan.

However, with the proposed establishment of 5 new FORBs in remote areas of Gadchiroli
district, there is an urgent need for reinforcement in terms of manpower and operational strength.
These new FOBs are cssential to [ill the security vacuum along the Chattisgarh border, which
has proven to be a vulnerable area due to Maoist insurgent activities.

The current deployment of 30 CRPF companics from 5 Battalions has played a crucial
role in conducting successful Anti-Maoist Operations in courdination with the district police,
particularly within the limits of PS/SPS/AQP.

As the current CRPF deployment in Gadchiroli district is strategically positioned at
critical locations, any further redistribution ol [urces would result in security vacuum in the areas
from where CRPF Coys are being withdrawn. Recently, surrendered cadres have informed of
strategy of CPI1 (Maoist) to revive Armed Maoist formations in North Gadchiroli. This shortage
could lead to vulnembilities in the security apparatus. compromising our efforts in countering the
Maoist threat effectively. Despite the increasing security challenges, no additional CRPF coy has
been deploved in Gadchiroli since 2012. This has placed a significant strain on the cxisting

torces, highlighting the urgent need for reinforcement.
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The initial day of a post's opening is particularly vulnerable, as it presents an opportune
moment for Maoist insurgents to attempt to disrupt and undermine the establishment of sceurity
infrastructurc. Hence immediate deployment of one CRPF Company on the first day of post
opening is crucial for post protection as well as to launch Anli-Maoist operations in the vicinity
immediately in next few days. To carry out strong and effective Anti-Maoist operations from all
such proposed FOBs, there is also requirement of stationing CoBRA teams along'with C-60 of
Gadchiroli at all these proposed FOBs 1o have grealer success and to minimize the risk of
ambushes and attacks on SFs.

The lollowing 05 new FOBs were proposed to be opened in Lhis operational season, but
due to acute shortage of CRPF and SRPF companies, establishing these FOBs have become
operationally unfeasible and lentative dates of establishing these FOBs are as mentioned below

subject to availability of new CRPF Coys:-
