by the Elementary School Education Department itself, it is a clear case of fake enrolment of students- because
in Elementary Education Department, due to no-retention policy and non-striking off names of students due to
absence, there cannot be any reasons for such huge difference in the numbers of students in the next academic
session. For the transfer cases/school leaving certificate cases and drop-out cases, there must be entry in the
record of the school. In the absence of any such explanation, this is a clear case of criminal breach of trust (by
misappropriation of funds of various students-related schemes) and fabrication of official record by the
concerned public servants. Physical verification of record of one Primary/Elementary school in each district in
their jurisdiction was got done by the three SsP of State Vigilance Bureau Ranges Rohtak, Hisar and
Gurugram on random basis. In the 5 schools of Rohtak Range difference of 472 number of students was found
during the check- period. Similarly in the 5 schools of Hisar Range difference of 581 number of students was
found and in 6 Schools of Gurugram Range, difference of 589 number of students was found. Such huge
difference is without any explanation. The names of students have been shown to have been struck-off due to
long-absence, whereas there was policy of non-striking of the names. Moreover, the address of the students are
incomplete, rendering their physical verification impossible. As per the information given by Elementary
Education Department through their officers Sh. R.P. Sangwan, Joint Director, Elementary Education,
Haryana and Sh. Dilbagh Singh, Joint Director, O/O Director Elementary Education Haryana who appeared
before the SIT, after computerization i.e. feeding of Aadhar numbers and Bank Account with Student IDs, a

huge number of discrepancy in records of enrolment of students was found which was compiled at the block
level. This shows that fictitious student had been enrolled in various schools. Now comes the motive for such
fictitious enrolments. The perusal of various schemes of the Education Department makes it clear that several
benefits were being given in cash and in kind to students so enrolled. Hence, a larger number of students
would mean that much more amount as grant available to Principals and other officials within the system. So,
the motive is also established and it is established that a large amount of money sanctioned for various
schemes for students was embezzled and misappropriated. Thus the Crime is complete. Further it needs to be
clarified as to who benefited from the such embezzlement and to what extent. The study of the systems by
which such money was disbursed shows the route beginning from the department of Elementary Education
through DEOs to principals of each school. This is a large network of officers and officials of the Department
of Education. It is therefore, imperative, then that detailed and correct investigation be done to examine the
role of those who have indulged in criminal practices and separate those who have acted in good faith. 39 e
