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ACTIVITY NOTE ON NOVEL CORONA VIRUS (COVID-19) 
 

It is a matter of grave concern that the Novel Corona Virus (COVID-
19) pandemic has threatened human lives throughout the world. It 
has created an alarming position in India also. The Government of 
India took immediate action by taking preventive measures well in 
advance. In due course of time the Government of India has 
announced complete lockdown. Indian Red Cross Society, Haryana 
State Branch had started its action from 17th March, 2020 as per 
instructions issued by the Indian Red Cross Society, National 
Headquarters. Accordingly Nodal Officers were appointed and a 
team of volunteers was organised, all Vice-Chancellors of the 
Universities and District Education Officers in Haryana were 
requested to make ready their Junior Red Cross (School Unit), 
Youth Red Cross (College Unit) and counsellors thereof to support 
at this juncture. All District Red Cross Branches were issued 
instructions for arranging Ambulances and voluntary blood donors. 
They have also been asked to contact other NGOs for support. 
 
Consequently Haryana Red Cross arranged its 7174 Volunteers, 
1051 NGOs and 31 Ambulances for combating this challenging 
situation.  
 
Our teams worked in respective districts as per guidelines issued by 
local administration. With the result, Indian Red Cross Society 
(Haryana) volunteers distributed 1,20,16,215 food packets, 
2,25,556 dry rations, 321,000 face masks, 20000 N95 Masks, 
1,00,000 hand gloves, 37231 hand sanitizers, 2,50,000 strips of 
respiratory medicines, 50000 Vitamin-C tablets, shelter provided 
10000 to 12000 stranded & migratory labourers on regular basis, 
9493 Blood Units have also been collected through 189 Voluntary 
Blood Donation Camps from the Voluntary Blood Donors during this 
lockdown period. The services will continue in support of the 
Government efforts in this hour of crisis.  
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From 25th March upto 24th April, 2020 the Indian Red Cross Society, 
Haryana State Branch has taken following initiatives/actions: - 

 1. FOOD PACKETS DISTRIBUTION: - 
1,20,16,215 Packets of ready food have been distributed in 20 districts 
to the poor and needy people of slums, rickshaw pullers, daily wage 
labourers and other stranded persons during this period.

   2. DISTRIBUTION OF DRY RATION: -   
2,25,556 packets of dry rations have also been distributed to the 
poor and needy families in 20 Districts of Haryana state by identifying 
families having unregistered labours or those families which did 
not receive any government grants. The food packets contained 
dry ration for a family of 5 members for one week.

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3. TRANSIT SHELTERS FOR STRANDED & MIGRATORY LABOURERS: - 
 Around 10000 to 12000 stranded people and migratory labourers were 
provided transit shelters on daily basis in 15 districts of Haryana. These 
people were also served two times meal. The District Branch Faridabad 
has also distributed sanitary napkins, face masks to them.

4. AMBULANCE SERVICES: - 

Ambulatory services are also being provided in all the districts of 
Haryana in which 22 Ambulances of Red Cross and 134 Ambulances of 
various NGO are available. Presently 31 ambulances are stationed at 
21 district headuqarters of Haryana.

 6. VOLUNTARY BLOOD DONATION SERVICES: - 
Voluntary blood donation services are continued so that pregnant women, 
thalassemia & hemophilia patients and cancer patients may not suffer for 
want of blood. Red Cross has initiated pick and drop facility for voluntary 
blood donors from home of the blood donor to blood bank and back. As 
such, 9493 units of blood have been collected by organising 189 Camps 
in 21 districts during this period. Special campaign have also been initiated 
for the thalassemic patients in collaboration with IRCS, NHQ, New Delhi.

7. DISTRIBUTION OF HYGIENE AND PERSONAL SAFETY MATERIAL: - 
Distribution of Hygiene and personal safety material i.e. disposable face mask, 
hand sanitizer, hand gloves, medicines to the field volunteers as well as the people 
living in densely populated areas of slums, chauls and basties. Total 3.21 lakhs 
face masks, 20000 N95 Mask, 37231 hand sanitizers, 1 lakh hand gloves, 2.5 
lakhs medicines and 50000 Vitamin-C tablets distributed during this period in 
addition to this 30,056 Buildings have been sanitized through Red Cross 
Volunteers under sanitization campaign.

 8. DISTRIBUTION OF IEC MATERIAL FOR AWARENESS:  
1.8 lakhs leaflets of IEC material have been distributed by all district Red Cross 
Branches in Haryana for awareness in the general public. The branches have 
also been instructed to display banners, standies and pictures at the prominent 
places of the city for maximum awareness to the public at large. 5,11,647 
persons have been motivated for health & hygiene (hand wash techniques)

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9. JUNIOR RED CROSS SERVICES: - 
 Junior Red Cross Counsellors units (School Teachers) rendering special 

services i.e. Distribution of food items, dry rations and awareness activities 
in their respective areas. Through our JRC unit 750 villages has been 
covered for awareness by organising 2541 awareness camps. The JRC 
Counsellors have distributed 8478 masks, 1339 sanitizers, 623 dry ration 
packets, 24545 food packets, 3139 hand gloves from at their own level.

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10. YOUTH RED CROSS SERVICES: - 
Youth Red Cross Volunteers from Universities / Colleges provide their 
services for distribution of foods items, vegetables, medicines to the door 
steps of the needy people. They are also participating in survey for food 
requirement with district administration and providing Voluntary Blood 
Donation services. The Youth Girls have stitched face masks at their homes 
and distributed to the poor and needy people of their surrounding areas.

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11. SOCIAL DISTANCING: - 
 Special campaign on ‘Social Distancing’ has also been initiated District Red 
Cross Branches at various public places i.e. Banks, ATMs, grocery shops, 
medicine shops etc. volunteers went to slums areas, parks etc. to educate 
people about social distancing. People were also aware to avoid group Hukka 
practice to protect themselves from contamination. Parents advised not to 
allow children playing in groups in the parks. The volunteers are also aware to 
the farmers and labourers in grain market as harvesting of wheat is going on 
also distributing mask. During this campaign 13,20,974 persons were aware.

12. HEALTH CHECKUP CAMPS: - 

The Volunteers of Red Cross have been assisted in health checkup camps 
organised by the health department during the lockdown in various districts of 
Haryana. 690 persons have been inspected by health department. GLIMPSE OF HEALTH CHECKUP CAMPS 
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13. OTHER INITIATIVES TAKEN: -  
 (i)  Instructions have been issued to all the District Red Cross 

Branches to provide Counselling / Psychosocial support 
including counselling for plasma donation by COVID-19 
recovered patients.  

 (ii) ‘Roti Bank’ has been started at District Red Cross Branch, 
Bhiwani in which cooked chapaties, vegetables and other 
eatables received from the community and further been 
distributed to the poor and needy. Instruction have been issued 
to start “Roti Bank” in all the district Red Cross Branches in 
Haryana.  

 (iii) Directions have been issued to all the District Red Cross 
Branches to provide Dry Ration, face mask, sanitizers to the 
T.B. patients of their respective areas. 

 (iv) Directions have been issued to all the District Red Cross 
Branches to provide Dry Ration to all the Blinds Master 
Trainers of their respective areas. 

 (v) Directions have been issued to all the District Red Cross 
Branches to provide Dry Ration to all the leprosy patients in 
their respective areas.  

 (vi) Special campaign have also been initiated for the 800 
thalassemic and 250 Haemophilia patients in Haryana State to 
provide them blood units uninterruptedly. 

 (vii) For regular supply of Blood Units during lockdown pick and 
drop facilities have been initiated for the voluntary blood donors 
from them home to blood bank and return. 

 (viii) Quarantine centres has been developed at District Red Cross 
Branch, Faridabad and Gurugram to provide assistance to the 
local Administration and Health Department.  

 (ix) Youths of YRC has taken initiative to stitch face mask at their 
home and distribute it to their respective areas to the poor and 
needy living in slums and densely populated areas.   

 (x)  The buildings, night shelters homes and other premises of Red 
Cross has been converted into transit shelters to provide 
temporary shelter for the migratory labourers and stranded 
persons.
