In pursuit of this vision, a
detailed discussion transpired with
State Vigilance Commissioner and
other team members of the
Commission. The focus of this
discussion was to analyse the
existing information flow in the
complaints processing system
and its interactions with external
entities, including Government
Departments, PSUs, and Municipal
Corporations. A pivotal aspect
underscored during this
discussion was the integration of
the operational legacy database
system, in use since 2007, into the
proposed centralized repository

for the new system.

Ultimately, the decision was
made to develop a system that
not only meets the needs of all
stakeholders but is also feasible,
consistent, and aligned with the
target performance standards set
by the GVC. In line with this vision,
the National Informatics Centre
(NIC), Gujarat, has been actively
engaged in the development of a
Web Portal. This portal is tailored
to provide an efficient, secure, and
scalable solution for handling
complaints of the  Gujarat
Vigilance Commission. Employing
an open-source platform, the
portal is being constructed using
PHP, with PostgreSQL serving as
the database and CouchDB as the
document storage system. This
technological approach signifies a
noteworthy advancement in data
management and workflow
processes, affirming the
commitment to modernize and
enhance the complaint
management capabilities of the
GVC. This portal is hosted at state
data centre of Gujarat in a joint
efforts with state Home
Department, Department of

The e-Takedari portal has

following software modules:
(i) single Sign On (SSO)

NIC, Gujarat employs Single Sign-
On (SSO) extensively for user
creation and authentication within
the Gujarat Vigilance
Commission's (GVC) system. The
GVC Admin User takes charge,
efficiently creating diverse user
profiles and assigning roles,
ensuring streamlined access and
security. This approach aligns with
best practices, enhancing both
user experience and the overall
security of the complaint portal.

(ii) content Management System
(cMs)

NIC has gone beyond the web
portal, introducing a Content
Management System (CMS) that
grants the Gujarat Vigilance
Commission (GVC) autonomous
control over all portal content.
From creation and editing to
publishing, the CMS empowers the
GVC to efficiently manage crucial
information  such  as  Chief
Vigilance Officer (CVO) details,
acts, rules, procedures, guidelines,
publications, annual reports and
static content of the web portal
etc.

This system facilitates seamless
updates, ensuring that the GVC
maintains  full  control  over
dynamic content. The
empowerment provided by the
CMS not only strengthens the
GVC's communication with
citizens but also guarantees that
the portal remains current and

compliant  with  the latest
regulations and procedural
information.  Authorized  users

within the GVC can easily keep the
CMS updated, fostering a dynamic
and responsive information
environment.

(iii) Legacy System Migration

NIC, Gujarat, is actively developing
a tailored web application to meet
the specific requirements of the
Gujarat  Vigilance Commission
(GvC). This new application is
constructed on an open-source
platform utilizing PHP, with

PostgreSQL  serving as the
database and CouchDB as the
document storage system.

To ensure a seamless transition,

the team employed various
technologies, including shell script,
PHP, and PLPSQL, to develop

scripts. These scripts played o
critical role in extracting 100% of
the required data from the existing
system. The transactional data
was then smoothly migrated to a
Postgres database, ensuring data
integrity and a seamless transition
to the new system.
Simultaneously, attachments
associated with the data were
efficiently migrated to CouchDB,
optimizing both storage and
retrieval processes. Around
320000 tappals/complaints and
attachments around 145000 were
migrated from old system.

In an additional step toward
quality assurance, NIC went above
and beyond by creating sample
reports for data verification. These
reports served as invaluable tools
to guarantee the accuracy and
completeness of the migrated
data, providing a reliable
foundation for the  Gujarat
Vigilance Commission (GVC) to
validate and confirm the success
of the data migration. This
meticulous combination of system
analysis, script development, and
data verification processes
exemplifies  NIC's  unwavering
commitment to delivering a robust
and reliable solution for GVC's
intricate data migration needs.
