At the outset of the year under report 11615 cases were pending before the various Sessions
Courts for disposal. As many as 11301 cases were added during the year. Out of these cases 7643 cases
were got disposed off during the year. 119505 cases were pending before the various Lower Courts for
disposal and 68682 cases were added during the year. Out of these cases 50684 cases were got disposed
off during the year. The percentage of conviction in cases registered under the NDPS Act and various
Local Acts was quite satisfactory. The over all rate of conviction in Sessions Courts is 38% and in lower
Courts 51%.

3. Various steps to improve the working and efficiency of the Law Officers have been initiated.
Officers have been sent for training in the fields of Forensic Science and Forensic Science Laboratory,
Madhuban, Karnal as well as National Institute of the Criminology and Forensic Science, Ministry of
Home Affairs at Delhi. Their knowledge to tackle the cases relating to Cyber Crime has also been
updated. All out efforts have been made to tone up the administration by making regular monitoring and
review of the pendency of the cases on regular intervals with a view to reduce the back log and ensure

quick disposal of the cases.

INTRODUCTION

The Prosecution Agency which was under the control of the Police Department wis separated in
the year 1974, as a sequel 1o the enforeement of the Code of Criminal Procedure in 1973, ('nnscquunll-}.
the Directorate ol prosecution came into existence with effect from 01.04.1974. The Assistant District
Attorney (now Designated as Deputy District Attorney ) as well as the District Attorney who were under
the Administrative Control of the Legal Remembrancer & Sccretary to Govt. Haryana. Law &
Legislative Department were put under the administrative control of the Directorate of” Prosecution.
Similarly. the cadres of Prosecuting Deputy Superintendent of Police. Prosccuting Inspectors and
Prosecuting Sub Inspectors, which were under the Administrative Control of the Police Department were
abolished and incumbents were absorbed in the Dircctorate of Prosecution as District Attorneys.
Additional Public Prosccutors (diminishing cadre) and Assistant District Attorney. Grade-I1. respectively.

Ihe Directorate of Prosecution thus started functioning since 1™ April. 1974,

Part *A Fotal cases

e District Attorneys and Deputy Distriet Attorneys conducted criminal cases in the court of
Sessions .llldgt‘ and Additional Sessions Judge respectively whereas the Assistant District Attorney s
condueted criminal cases in the courts of Judicial Magistrates. During the period under report. total
number of criminal cases conducted and prosccuted by Law Officers in Sessions Courts and Lower
Courts are given As Appendix “A™

Ihe main reasons for the acquittal in the cases are as follows:-
(1) Resiling of witnesses

One of the main reasons for acquittal of accused in the cases is that in a considerable number ol
cases. the material witnesses resile from their carlier statements during trial.  Besides. there arc other
cases in which not all but some of the material witnesses turn hostile causing serious dent in the

prosecution cases as a result of which majority of these cases result into acquittal..

(ii) Poor investigation of cases.

To secure conviction. the prosecution has to prove its case beyond the reasonable doubt. A

thorough investigation and presenting the credible evidence to the Public Prosecutor to fight the case is
the responsibility of the investigating agency. However. it is generally found that in considerable number
ol cases. the investigating agency fail to collect sufficient and cogent evidence to connect the accused
with the crime. In a number of cases. the Police in spite of ample opportunity. fails to join independent
witnesses at the time of recovery which creates doubt in the mind of the court. Likewise. to sccure
conviction in the cases based on circumstantial evidence. the prosecution has to fullv-establish the
circumstances from which conclusion of guilt is to be drawn in a way that all the facts so established are
consistent only with the hypothesis of guilt and they do not exclude any other hypothesis except the one
sought to be proved. Further the circumstances on which reliance has been placed are conclusive in
nawre and the chain of circumstances is so complete that there is no scope for any reasonable ground for
a conclusion consistent with the innocence of accused. But in majority of such cases. the chain of

circumstances is seldom complete. Further, the Police usually does not resort to scientific methods of

investigation,

(iii)  Non-appearance of witnesses in courts of Judicial Magistrates.
1

It has been observed that in a number of cases. the material witnesses fail to appear before the
courts for want of service of summons upon them. This happens as sometimes. summons are not issucd
well in time as a result of which many a times. these are not served and if served. not received back after
service due to paucity of time. In such a situation, the courts cannot adopt coercive methods o procure

piesence of witnesses even after their service.
