Mr. N. Dhanasekar, Director (IT), NIC, Chennai, 

explained the framework of the cashless treatment 

scheme, highlighting that it is the result of 

integrating the TMS with the iRAD/eDAR platform. 

The core objective of the workshop—providing 

cashless treatment of up to ₹1.5 lakh or seven 

days of in-hospital care, whichever is earlier, to 

healthcare facilities treating road traffic accident 

(RTA) cases—was elaborated upon by the 

Director (Convergence).

Dignitaries urged the concerned officials from all stakeholder departments to ensure the successful 

implementation of the scheme and emphasized the need to enhance road safety measures to reduce 

accidents.
