(6) Any major person who lives in a live-in relationship
with minor in contravention of sub-section (3) of section
380 shall be punishable with simple imprisonment for a
term which may extend to six months and with fine which
may extend to fifty thousand rupees; and in default of
payment of such fine, with further imprisonment which
may extend to one month.”,

Any penalty imposed under the provisions of this
