No. 1012-F—-4-2021/2521.— WHEREAS, the Notification No. SO 191(E) dated 27.01.2010 was published
in the Gazette by the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, Government of India for declaration of
Eco-Sensitive Zone in an area upto five kilometers from the boundary of the protected area of Sultanpur National
Park in Gurugram District of Haryana.

AND WHEREAS the Eco-sensitive Zone comprises of villages namely Mankraula, Jhanjraula,
Mohammedpur, Peatli, Dhanawas, Wazirpur, Ramnagar, Shikhawala, Garhi Harsaru, Tughlakpur, Kaliawas,
Igbapur, Saidpur, Khaintawas, Hamarpur, Daya Bihar, Chandu, Omnagar, Budhera, Sultanpur, Harsinghwali
Dhani, Mirchiwali Dhani, and Sadhrana Barmripur, as per the map given in the Annexure- B of this Notification of
the Government of Indig;

AND WHEREAS Paragraph 3 (1) of this Notification of Government of India requires preparation of a Zonal
Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone;

AND WHEREAS Paragraph 3 (4) of this Notification of Government of India envisages to demarcate al the
existing and proposed urban settlements, village settlements, types and kinds of forests, agriculture areas, green areas,
fertile lands, horticultural areas, orchards, lakes and other water bodies.

AND WHEREAS a Draft Master Plan dated 19.06.2020 was prepared by a Committee under the
Chairmanship of Deputy Commissioner, Gurugram with experts drawn from all the concerned Departments;

AND WHEREAS the State Board for Wildlife, Haryana gave their advice on 16.07.2020 regarding the
zoning regulations in the Draft Master Plan as per Section 9, sub-section (4) of the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972;

AND WHEREAS the subsequent Notification No. SO 740(E) dated 17.02.2021, issued by the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change, Government of India required the Zonal Master plan to be approved by
the competent authority in the State Government for its effective implementation;

NOW, THEREFORE, the Governor of Haryana is pleased to publish the Zonal Master Plan of the Eco-
Sensitive Zone around Sultanpur National Park, District Gurugram as per the Zonations and existing land use given
at Annexure-A, the drawing of Master Plan at Annexure-B, and specification of the zoning regulations and their
implementation modalities at Annexure-C. The implementation of this Zonal Master Plan shall be monitored by the
Monitoring Committee, the constitution of which given in Para 5, sub-para (2) of the Notification No. SO 191(E)
dated 27.01.2010 was published in the Gazette by the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change,
Government of India.

ANNEXURE A

(@) Zonations in Eco-sensitive Zone: -

Twenty-two number of villages shall be there in the Eco-Sensitive Zone, which include revenue
estates of 15 villages in addition to seven small settlements. The village boundaries of the said 15
revenue estates have been taken as base for preparing the Zonal Master Plan subject to outer limit of

5 K.M. around the boundary of Sultanpur National Park. The boundary of eco-sensitive zone has been
depicted along Killa/Murabba line and that it shall not exceed beyond 5 K.M. distance.
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There shall be five concentric rings in this Eco-sensitive Zone, with each ring having different
sets of prohibitions, regulations and promotions.—

Thefirst ring up to adistance of 300 mt. from the boundary of the Sultanpur National Park;
The second ring up to adistance of 500 mt. from the boundary;

The third ring up to a distance of | km. from the boundary;

The fourth ring up to adistance of 3 Km. from the boundary; and

The fifth ring is beyond a distance of 3 Km. and up to the outer limit of the Eco-Sensitive
Zone.

For the purpose of this Master plan, the boundary shall be kept as the Gurugram-Pataudi railway
line to the east which also forms the boundary of the urbanizable zone of the notified Gurgaon Manesar
Urban Complex Development Plan -2031 AD. To the south, the Kundli — Manesar — Palwal provides a
natural boundary for the purpose of this master plan, though some part of the notified ESZ falls

ZONING REGULATIONS AND THEIR IMPLEMENTATION

All activities in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be governed by the provisions of the Wildlife (Protection) Act,
1972 (53 of 1972) and the Rules framed there under, and shall be regulated as detailed below:

No restriction shall be imposed on the approved existing land use, infrastructure and activities, unless so

specified in the Zoning regulations of this Zonal Master Plan.

The heritage buildings and monuments shall be preserved and revamped, if any in the zone.

In a phased manner, Agriculture Department and Forest Department shall ensure that agricultural
activities in the ESZ shall be moved towards organic farming with due certification by designated
agencies for organic farming. The State Government shall promote organic farming in the ESZ
area. This is to ensure that use of fertilizers and insecticides is avoided in the area which could be
dangerous for birds while at the same time enable farmers in the area to earn a decent agricultura
income.

The existing settlements and features of the area shall be integrated for proper and better corelation
with the proposed development.

The existing Construction (Structures) shall not be re-erected after expiry of their life cycle, within 300
M of the boundary of National Park.

For Construction (structures) existing before declaration of Eco Sensitive Zone, Re-erection shall only
be allowed as permissible in the Zonal Master Plan.

The most important activity to be undertaken is to control the flood water inundation in the eco-sensitive
zone by arresting the rain water run-off at the existing natural drainage system in the foot hills of
Aravalli, surrounding the region. This shall be done by constructing artificial water recharge
structures like check dams, percolation tanks, gully plugs etc. A detailed project on water recharge
structuresisto be formulated by involving al the concerned Departments.

Implementation of the Zonal Master Plan

Any violations to the provisions of Zonal Master Plan in the Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be brought to the
notice of District Monitoring Committee by the Divisional Wildlife Officer, Gurugram, who will have
overall responsibility of implementation of these provisions under this ESZ.

Capacity of the residents in the zone shal be built by creating awareness among them regarding the
importance and implications of the eco-sensitive zone. They in turn shall sendtize tourists about
responsible tourism concept to be followed in the notified zone.

Proper sign boards disseminating information on do's and don'ts in the eco-sensitive zone for the
arriving tourists shall be maintained throughout the eco-sensitive zone.

An interpretation centre to create awareness about avian migrations, their ecology and the need for
maintaining ecosystem balance for continued arrival and there by sustaining tourism efforts shall be
established.

Forest & Wildlife Department shall develop a control room to keep 24 x 7 watch on area within 500
m of Sultanpur Lake to ensure that no prohibited activity is intimated in the prohibited zone and
should take regular satellite imagery of the area and prepare a biannual report regarding status of the
Eco-Sensitive Zone.

Procedure for granting permission of regulated activities in Sultanpur Eco-Sensitive Zone.

As prescribed under para 5, sub-para (4) of the Notification No. SO 191(E) dated 27.01.2010 published

in the Gazette by the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, Government of India, the
activities requiring any environmental clearance shall be required to take approval from the State Level
Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA), which shall be the competent authority for grant of such
clearances.
