ORDER

This Order relates to Suo-moto proceedings carried out by the Commission in the matter
relating to construction of dedicated 132 kV line for M/s Gold Plus Glass Industry Ltd.,

Roorkee.

2- The Commission received a letter dated 22.01.2018 from M/s Gold Plus Glass Industry Ltd.
stating that Power Transmission Corporation of Uttarakhand Ltd. (hereinafter referred to as
PTCUL or Respondent-1) in non-compliance of the Order of the Hon'ble APTEL dated
30.11.2017 upholding this Commission’s Order dated 16.01.204 & 10.06.2014 wherein the
Commission had categorically directed PTCUL to complete the work of construction of 132

kV line for M/s Gold Plus Glass Industry Ltd., Roorkee and furnish quarterly progress
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report and also to pay interest on the amount lying unutilised with it and adjust the same

from the dues of the Petitioner.

The Commission decided to initiate suo-moto proceedings in the matter and issued a Show
Cause notice to PTCUL under the provisions of Section 142 read with Section 149 of the
Electricity Act, 2003. Hearing in the matter was held on 17.07.2018.

The Commission vide its daily Order dated 17.07.2018 directed:

“The Commission directed all the Respondents in the matter to sit together and decide as to how 132
kV independent feeder for M/s Gold Plus Glass Industries Ltd. can be completed without any further
hindrance and submit a mutually agreed Action Plan on an Affidavit to be submitted by PTCUL in

this regard within one month of issuance of this Order.”

In compliance of the said directives of the Commission, Managing Director, PTCUL
submitted minutes of meeting held between the Respondents on 24.08.2018 on an Affidavit
wherein the following consensus was reached between the Respondents:

It must also be ensured by Respondent-1 that proper accounting of the material received

back from the site must be done in a transparent manner and thereafter, the same must be

properly utilized in the future projects.
