State 

To strength the Inclusive Education for the Disabled at Secondary Stage (IEDSS) in 
the state under the 100% centrally sponsored IEDSS scheme which aims to enable all 
students with disabilities completing eight years of Elementary Schooling and an opportunity 
to complete four years of Secondary Schooling in an enabling and inclusive environment, the 
State Plan for the year 2012-13 is placed at flag ‘A’ In conformity with directions of MHRD, 
GOI, and assurance given by the state for proper implementation of the scheme, it includes, 
Setting up of an Administrative Cell with adequate professionals and supporting staff, to set 
up 145 IED centers in the state, appointment of 435 Resource Teachers (3 of different 
specialization approved by RCI & and the state for each Center), setting up of well equipped 
Resource Room in each center, to provide aids, appliances and assistive devices to the 
disabled children, to provide TLM as per the requirement of  special children etc.The action 
plan for the implementation the scheme in the state is made as under: 

(A)Infrastructural Details of Inputs 

1) To start with only 21 Centers, one each at district HQ may be set up. It would be in 
the ideally located good school having two spare class room to set up the Resource 
Room/ Lab and Vocational Training room. For this purpose, all the DEOs of the state 
would be informed about scheme in details and would be asked to recommend the 
names of at least two suitable schoolsper district out of which one would be selected 
for setting up the Center. Draft letter to all DEOs on the subject is placed at flag ‘B’ 
for approval. This process of selection of one school per district will be completed in 
the month of April2012 itself. All the DEOs will also be requested to enroll maximum 
possible number of disabled children in the selected school. This school/ center would 
serve as Center of Information for the whole district. If required and possibleSensory 
Gardens will also be set up in the selected centers, for which separate proposal will be 
moved. For setting up and equipping the Resource Room with the required 
therapeutic equipments, machineries, aids , special furniture &TLM, Computers with 
Job Acess with Sounds (JAWS) & learning software etc. national level approved 
institutes will be identified. Their literature and rates will be gathered and placed 
before the competent authority for selection and approval for purchase. The items 
required not available with the Govt. Institutes will be sent to DS&D for rate contract. 
Petty items required for the centers  will be purchased by the constituting the 
departmental committees in association with SMDCs. The process will be initiated in 
the month of April and completed by the end of June 2012. 

2) The process for the appointment of 435Resource Teachers has already been started by 
the department. Approx. 5000 applications have been received in response to an 
advertisement given by the department. For scrutiny of the application and interview 
of the eligible candidates may be constituted so that the Resource Teachers are posted 
in the designated schools.

posted in the districts under SSA will be put in these centers. SPD, HSSPP will be 
requested for this purpose. 

3) As per the provision under the scheme, CWSN will be provided free transportation for 
coming to School. The norms of transportation will be fixed by H.O. and SMDC of 
the school will be authorized to assess the need and mode of transport required on the 
basis of number beneficiariesand will provide the same to the children as per the 
approved norms. 

4) To set up and strengthen the Administrative cum Monitoring Cell at HQ, Co-
ordinator, IED-SS has been appointed. As per approval of FCSE at NP- the post of 
one DEEO cum Clerk and a peon may be filled up. Office furniture for the IED-SS 
Cell, one computer and printer with facility  of internet may be provided from the 
unspent budget available in the current year i.e. 2011-12 

Academic Inputs to strengthen IED-SS 

A) All the teachers of the designated schools and parent/guardians of the disabled 
children will be sensitized during the teachers’ training program under SSA to attend 
to special needs of disabled children. Two parents/ guardians of the disabled children 
will be associated with SMDCs of the school. Amount required for all the trainings 
will be worked out within the budgetary provisions and will be got approved 
separately. To provide barrier-free access to disabled children if need be ramps, 
railing and CWSN friendly toilets will be provided in selected school for setting up 
the center. 

B) State Resource Group consisting of eminent persons in the field of special education 
from state/central universities and institutes will be constituted. The meeting of the 
SRG will be held twice in the year and recommendations/ suggestions of the SRG will 
be incorporated in the state’s plan of things. 

C) Disabled day will be celebrated by organizing a function wherein all the disabled 
Children along with their parents will be honored with a memento/ gift. 

D) Sports and cultural tournaments for CWSN at secondary stage will be organized with 
the CWSN at elementary level organized under SSA. 

E) To sensitize and improve the capacities of normal teacher to attend CWSN, it is 
proposed that one week Teacher Practice in these centers be made compulsory forall 
D.ED students in the state institutes.

enabling and inclusive environment, it is decided that at least one Resource Center for 

education/training and benefit of CWSN in each district should be established. 

The Resource Center will be equipped with the required therapeutic 

equipments, machineries, aids , special furniture &TLM, computers with job access 

with sounds (JAWS) & learning software etc.It would be in an ideally located good 

school having two spare class room to set up the resource room/ lab and vocational 

training room. Maximum possible number of disabled children will be enrolled in the 

selected school. This school/ center would serve as Center of Information for the 

whole district. If required and possible sensory gardens will also be set up in the 

selected centers. 

A provision to appoint three resource teachers, one each of different 

discipline is made. The process to appoint resource teachers has already begun at the 

Directorate state HQ.Till the appointment of such teachers are made special teachers 

appointed under SSA will be deputed in these resource center in the districts. There is 

also a provision of free transportation under the scheme for CWSN if required.

In connection of the office order 1/14 IED-SS/2012 dated on 
17-12-2012 of Govt. of Haryana, Secondary Education Department, Haryana, 
Panchkula. The roles and responsibilities of principal-DDO/Block Resource 
Coordinator of IED activities for class 1 st to 12 th will be as under:-

The Principal-Cum-DDO/Block Resource Coordinator of IED will ensure 
that: -

The principal-Cum-DDO of the concerned school where resource room is 
located/recommended will be designated as Block Resource Coordinator 
for the activities undertaken IED schemes for class 1 st to 12 th in the block. 
All the activities regarding CWSN will be regulated/monitored under 
his/her guidance and supervision. 
Every child with disabilities will be identified from elementary level to 
senior secondary level and his educational need assessed. 
All architectural/attitudinal barriers in schools are removed so that CWSN 
have barrier free access to class rooms, resource room, libraries and toilets 
in the school. The principal will also ensure participation of all CWSN 
with other peers in all function/events/celebrations/competitions held at 
school/block level. 
Each student with disabilities will be provided Aids and Appliances, 
Assistive Devices and learning material as per his/her requirement. 
All general school teachers from the elementary level to senior secondary 
level will be provided basic training to teach CWSN with the help of 
special teachers. 
Students with disabilities will avail support services in form of special 
educators and a resource room in every block 
Model schools are setup in every state to develop replicable practices in 
inclusive education. 
A survey regarding CWSN will be carried out by the special teachers at 
block level and be complied together at district level. 

9. Equal number of CWSN will be allotted to special teachers so that NO 
CHILD IS LEFT BEHIND and Educational support will also be provided 
to all CWSN. 

10.CWSN residing within 8 km will be attending the resource room; other 
CWSN of that block will get educational support in form of itinerant mode. 
One/Two special teachers will stay in the resource room while other will 
go to cover CWSN in the block. The duty of special teacher attending the 
resource room will be on rotation basis as per time table set and duly 
approved by the principal. 

11.Identified CWSN will be provided transport facility to reach at the school 
premises. 

12.He/She will ensure that IEP's/Case History/Child Profile of each CWSN at 
block will be prepared by the special teachers.

13.The up-to-date data of CWSN will be registered in the Block Resource 
Center/Head Quarter (IED-SS Cell) whenever required. 

14.As per the need and requirement of CWSN the school readiness and home 
based education programme will also be arranged. 

15.Multi Category Training (MCT)/Guidance & Counseling regarding CWSN 
will be provided to all the general teachers and parents in block. 

16.The principal will fill up the Performance Evaluation Performa of special 
teachers working in the schools; and will manage the funds given by the 
SSA & Secondary Education Department for carrying out activities of 
CWSN at Block Level. 

17.It is mandatory for all the special teachers to carryout collaborative 
teaching practice for CWSN as well as Educationally Backward peers for 
at least one period in one day (preferably zero period). The collaborative 
teaching will be carried out with one special teacher and one general 
teacher to support special needs students. 

18.A separate movement register, attendance register will be maintained for 
all special teachers working in that block. As the mode of educational 
support given by the special teacher is itinerant, hence a separate visiting 
register will be duly maintained by all the special teacher which would be 
verified every time the special teacher pays visit to a school or home for 
providing home based education services. The visiting register can be 
monitored any time by the concerned principal where the special teacher is 
working. 

19. There are various activities which are carried out once in a year under 
IED. The principal will ensure that the general teachers are also assigned 
the responsibility of carrying the CWSN of the concerned school to the 
place where necessary medical/educational/recreational services are 
provided and will participate equally with the special teacher for providing 
necessary support to all CWSN. 

20.The principal will ensure to hold awareness programmes, inclusive 
function and innovative steps to promote inclusion from time to time at 
school/block level. The school which takes the maximum initiatives to 
promote inclusion will be given an award in the form of trophy of "school 
having best inclusive practices" and will be given a cash prize of 50,000/-
rupees.
