Aadhaar as per section 3 of the said Act and such children shall visit any Aadhaar
enrolment centre (list available at the Unigue ldentification Authority of India

(UIDAI) website www.uidai.gov.in} to get enrolled for Aadhaar.

(3) As per regulation 12 of the Aadhaar (Enrolment and Update) Regulations, 2016,
the Depariment through its Implementing Agency, is required to offer Aadhaar

enrolment facilities for the beneficiaries who are not yet enrolled for Aadhaar and in



case there is no Aadhaar Enrolment Centre located in the respective Block Taluka

Tehsil, the Department through its Implementing Agency shall provide Aadhaar

Enrolment faciliies at convenient locations in coordination with the existing

Registrars of UIDAI or by becoming a UIDAI Registrar themselves:

Provided that, till the time Aadhaar is assigned to the student, the benefit

under the Scheme shall be given to such student subject to production of the

following documents, namely: -

(a) [f the Beneficiaries, has been enrolled after attaining the age of five years

(with biometrics collection), his Aadhaar Enrolment Identification slip, or

of bio-metric update identification slip; and

2. In order to provide benefits to the students under the Present Scheme

conveniently, the Department through its Impiementing Agency shall make all the
required arrangements to ensure that wide publicity through media shall be given to the

eligible students to make them aware of the said requirement.

3. ~ In all cases, where Aadhaar authentication fails due to poor biometrics of

the eligible students or due to any other reason, the following remedial mechanisms

shall be adopted, namely: -

(a) In case of poor Fingerprint quality, Iris scan or face authentication facility shall be
adopted for authentication, thereby the Department through its Impiementing

agency shall make provisions for Iris scanners or Face authentication along with

finger-print authentication for delivery of benefits in seamless manner;

In case the biometric authentication through Fingerprints or Iris scan or face
authentication is not successfui, wherever feasible and admissible authentication
by Aadhaar One Time Password or Time-based One-Time Password with limited

time validity, as the case may be, shall be offered;

In all other cases where biometric or Aadhaar One Time Password or Time-based
One-Time Password authentication is not  possible, benefits under the scheme
may be given on the basis of physical Aadhaar letter whose authenticity can be
verified through the Quick Response code printed on the Aadhaar letter and the
necessary arrangement of Quick Response code reader shall be provided at the

convenient locations by the Department through its Implementing Agency.

Notwithstanding anything contained herein above, no student shall be denied

benefit under this Scheme in case of failure to establish his identity by undergoing

authentication, or furnishing proof of possession of Aadhaar number, or in the case of a

student to whom no Aadhaar number has been assigned, submitting an application for

enrclment. The benefit shall be given to him by verifying his identity on the basis of

other documents as mentioned in clause (b) and (¢) of the proviso of sub-paragraph (3)

of paragraph 1, and where benefit is given on the basis of such other documents, a

separate register shall be maintained to record the same, which shall be reviewed and

audited periodically by the Department through its Implementing Agency.

5. This notification shall come into effect from the date of its publibation in the

Official Gazetie.
