It is the
esponsibility of the society that
every person, especially children,
get justice, educationand health-
are, said Chief District and
Sessions Judge and Chairman of
he District Legal Service
Authority Hemant Gaikwad.

Earlier, one day was allotted for
getting disability certificate but
now two days have been allot-
ted at the General Hospital. Due
to this, they will immediately
receive adisability identity card.
The divyangs should be provid-
ed with educational facilities as
well as business opportunities.
For this, a policy of providing
business training materials is
being implemented, she said.

government schemes, There are
26 to 28,000 divyang people in
the district. Those who have not
obtained a disability certificate,
should obtain certificateassoon
as possiblesothat theycanapply
for government scheme bene-
fits. Under Zilla Parishad’s
Residual Fund Scheme, girls will
be given a Kisan Vikas Patra of
Rs5,000. Otherdivyangswillalso
givengiven necessary materials,
informed Parag Soman.

SP Jain cautioned parents to
remain alert as cases of online
frauds and sexual assaults are
risinginsociety. Heurged to con-
tact police at the earliest in case
of assault.

Disability certificates were giv-
en to 10 disabled people by
dignitaries. Identity card, stick,
hearingaid, tricycle wheelchair,
rollatorwalker, wheelchairs were
also distributed. A total of 40 dis-
abled people participated in the
camp.
