CBDT announced 10" Amendment to Income Tax Rules, 1962 with
respect to reporting of expenditure on scientific research u/s 35 of
Income Tax Act

CBDT has issued Notification No 29/2016, F.No 142/19/2015-TPL dated 28" April, 2016 amending
the Income Tax rules, 1962 and Form 3CK, Form 3CM and Form No 3CL specified in DSIR
guidelines along with introduction of a Form No 3CLA (report from an accountant to be furnished
under section 35(2AB) of the act relating to in-house R&D facility and expenditure). The amended
rules are announced to come into effect from 1% July, 2017.

CSIR Ranks 12" in the World Among Government Institutions:
Scimago Institutions Rankings

The Council of Scientific & Industrial Research (CSIR) has been ranked 12" in the world among the
government institutions in the world, improving its position after being at 14th spot for three
consecutive years, according to 2016 report of the prestigious Scimago Institutions Rankings. The
overall global ranking of CSIR also improved from 110 to 99th position. CSIR leads the country at
the top spot and is the only Indian organization to have found a place among the top 100 global
institutions.

The Scimago rankings is a classification of academic and research related institutions ranked by a
composite indicator that combines three different sets of indicators based on research performance,
innovation outputs and societal impact measured by their web visibility.

The constituent institute of CSIR, the CSIR-National Institute for Interdisciplinary Science and
Technology (CSIR-NIIST) has been ranked first among Indian government research institutions,
improving its global overall ranking from 425 to 353. The CSIR-NIIST became the first among 59
ranked government institutions in the country, followed by CSIR-National Chemical Laboratory
(CSIR-NCL), Pune and Indian Institute of Chemical Technology (CSIR-IICT), Hyderabad.

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“Bioreactor for Production of Bio-modified Ghee for Medicinal
Applications”- developed by Sir M Visvesvaraya Institute of Technology

Sir M Visvesvaraya Institute of Technology (Affiliated to Visvesvaraya Technological University,
Belgaum, Karnataka) located at Bangalore is a SIRO, recognized by DSIR for its R&D activities and
achievement in several disciplines of engineering and biotechnology. The Institute has reported to
have developed Bioreactor for production of Bio-modified Ghee (Shatha-Dhauta-Ghritha —SDG)

which is 100 times washed clarified butterfat, used for medicinal applications.

According to the traditional system of the medicine, the properties of ghee changes drastically when
washed for 100 times in a copper vessel. This ghee attains medicinal value after these washes. SDG
finds several medical applications for the conditions like burns, chicken pox, scars, wounds, herpes,
leprosy, and other skin diseases and as a vehicle for drugs to be applied externally, as per the
classical Ayurvedic texts. SDG provides a superior
alternative to several allopathic  medicines  which
have several side-effects and Adverse Drug Reactions
(ADRSs) for the management of above mentioned disorders.
However, one of the major limitations of this process is the
cumbersome process of manual mixing of ghee, addition
of water, mixing-time etc. Also, chances of error and
batch-to-batch variations with human handling are likely.

Hence, to overcome the above issues, the SIRO has

designed a novel bioreactor, aptly named as “Shata-Dhauta-

Patram” (SDP).

As reported by SIRO, this Figure 5: Automated reactor vessel to novel automated reactor
produce bio-modified ghee
vessel ensures uniform mixing with variable speed,
maintains uniform mixing-time and speed, automatic incorporation and easy decantation of water
during the process of 100 times washing while producing biologically active bio-modified ghee for
medical applications. This novel copper reactor not only overcomes all the limitations of manual
processes, but also provides scale-up of the process for producing large quantity of Shata-Dhauta-
Gritha at an industrial scale. The research work under this project has been supported by

Government of Karnataka.
