Presentation of new features of eMARG 2.0 has been made in following Regional Review
Meetings (RRMs) of National Rural Infrastructure Development Agency (NRIDA), MoRD, Gol
organised to discuss progress of the schemes implemented by the department and their new
initiatives:

1. Mumbai, Maharashtra (09-10" April 2026)

This RRM was organised by the state of Maharashtra in Mumbai and other participating states
were Rajasthan, Gujarat, Goa, Punjab Madhya Pradesh and Uttar Pradesh. Director General &
Joint Secretary (RC) Gol and senior officials of NRIDA, Principal Secretary, Secretary and senior
officials of Maharashtra Rural Road department, CEO, Engineer-in-Chief and SRRDA officials of
other states and NIC officials participated in the RRM.

2. Dharamshala, Himachal Pradesh (16-17th April 2026)

This RRM was organised by the state of Himachal Pradesh in Dharmashala and other participating
states were Jharkhand, Jammu and Kashmir, Bihar, Chhattisgarh and Uttarakhand. Director
General & Joint Secretary (RC) Gol and senior officials of NRIDA, Principal Secretary, Secretary
and senior officials of Himachal Pradesh Rural Road Department, CEO, Engineer-in-Chief and
SRRDA officials of other states and NIC officials participated in the RRM.

eMARG (https://emarg.gov.in) is an enterprise e-Governance solution designed and developed

for maintenance of rural roads constructed under Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojna (PMGSY) for
NRIDA. NIC, MP is the technology partner for the design, development and implementation of the
eMARG. It is a standardized, transparent process-oriented system to manage & monitor
maintenance of rural roads under Post Construction Defect Liability Period (DLP) of 5 years and
Post-DLP period of 5 years. Its DLP module is in use by 30 states/ UTs and 21 states have started
use of its Post DLP module.

eMARG is listed under 75 digital solutions identified by NIC during Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav and
awarded with many awards including National eGovernance Award 2021 by DARPG, Gol.

At present around 5 lakhs km. road length is under maintenance and around Rs.10173 crores has
been disbursed to the contractors through eMARG since its inception in February 2019.
