F. No. 164/Modified/RRs/NAT/2014-15/Vol.I -In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-sections (I) and (2)
of section 35 of the National Trust for the Welfare of Persons with Autism, Cerebral Palsy, Mental Retardation and
Multiple Disabilities Act, 1999 (44 of 1999), the Board with the previous approval of the Central Government, hereby
makes the following regulations further to amend the Board of the Trust Regulations, 2001, namely:-

1. Short title and commencement :- (1) These regulations may be called the Board of the National Trust (Amendment)
Regulations, 2017.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
2. In the Board of the Trust Regulations, 2001,-
(a) in regulation 3, for sub-regulation (2), the following sub- regulation shall be substituted, namely:-

“(2) Service Conditions — Appointment of officers and other employees, the number of posts, their
educational qualifications, pay level, method of recruitment, age limit, period of probation and other matters relating to
the said posts shall be as specified in the schedule annexed to these regulations.”;
