suggestions from all persons likely to be affected thereby, before the expiry of thirty days from the date on which the
copies of the Official Gazette in which this notification is published are made available to the public;

2. In the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Rules, 2017, in rule 15, in sub-rule (1), after clause (g), the following
clause shall be inserted, namely:-

“(h) rural sector specific harmonized accessibility standards/guidelines, as specified in the notification of the Ministry
of Rural Development, Government of India vide notification number G.S.R. 77, dated the 26™ June, 2023.”

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CHAPTER -1
Introduction

1.1 Persons with disabilities make up a significant part of the world’s population. Their number is on the rise
due to the ageing trend being observed in certain regions and concomitant increase in prevalence of illnesses among
the elderly population. The World Health Organization (WHO) estimated that in 2011 there were approximately one
billion people with disabilities in the world, which means that 15% of the total population live with some form of
disability. This population is expected to increase over the coming decades.

1.2 Ratification of the United Nations Convention on Rights of Persons with Disabilities by India makes it
incumbent that persons with disabilities (PwDs) have access to physical environment, transportation and information
and communication on an equal basis with others in both urban and rural areas of the country. Taking a first step in
this direction, Hon’ble Prime Minister of India launched the Accessible India Campaign or the
Sugamya Bharat Abhiyan on the 3" December, 2015 for creating a barrier free environment across the three
components of build-up environment, the transportation system and Information & Communications Technology
(ICT) system.

1.3 The purpose of Accessible India Campaign (AIC) is to create tangible assets of accessible infrastructure,
through guided change in the society towards standardized, organic and intentional development of accessible
facilities and services. The Campaign identifies the core principles to achieve this mission as follows:

0] Universal design (the design of products, environments, programmes and services usable by all, to
the greatest extent possible, without the need for adaptation or specialized design, applicable to assistive
devices and advanced technologies);

(i) Reasonable accommodation (necessary and appropriate modifications and adjustments, without
imposing a disproportionate or undue burden in a particular case, to ensure to PwDs the enjoyment or
exercise of rights equally with others)

1.4 Accessible India Campaign also serves as a tool to actualize the provisions of ‘accessibility’ mentioned under the
Rights for Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 (RPwD Act). The RPwD Act, 2016 mandates accessibility through
Sections 40 to 46 as under:

1.4.1 Section 40: The Central Government shall, in consultation with the Chief Commissioner, formulate rules for
persons with disabilities laying down the standards of accessibility for the physical environment, transportation,
information and communication, including appropriate technologies and systems, and other facilities and services
provided to the public in urban and rural areas.

1.4.2 Section 41: (1) The appropriate Government shall take suitable measures to provide

a. Facilities for persons with disabilities at bus stops, railway stations and airports conforming to the
accessibility standards relating to parking spaces, toilets, ticketing counters and ticketing machines.

b. Access to all modes of transport that conform the design standards, including retrofitting old modes of
transport, wherever technically feasible and safe for persons with disabilities, economically viable and
without entailing major structural changes in design.

c. Accessible roads to address mobility necessary for persons with disabilities.

(2) The appropriate Government shall develop schemes programmes to promote the personal mobility of persons with
disabilities at affordable cost to provide for, —

a. Incentives and concessions.
b. retrofitting of vehicles; and
c. personal mobility assistance
1.4.3 Section 42: The appropriate Government shall take measures to ensure that -
a. All contents available in audio, print and electronic media are in accessible format;

b. Persons with disabilities have access to electronic media by providing audio description, sign language
interpretation and close captioning.

c. Electronic goods and equipment which are meant for everyday use are available in universal design.

1.4.4 Section 43: The appropriate Government shall take measures to promote development, production and
distribution of universally designed consumer products and accessories for general use for persons with disabilities.
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1.4.5 Section 44: No establishment shall be granted permission to build any structure if the building plan does not
adhere to the rules formulated by the Central Government under section 40.

1. No establishment shall be issued a certificate of completion or allowed to take occupation of a building
unless it has adhered to the rules formulated by the Central Government.

1.4.6 Section 45: (1) All existing public buildings shall be made accessible in accordance with the rules formulated
by the Central Government within a period not exceeding five years from the date of notification of such rules:

Provided that the Central Government may grant extension of time to the States on a case to case basis for
adherence to this provision depending on their state of preparedness and other related parameters.

(2) The appropriate Government and the local authorities shall formulate and publish an action plan based
on prioritization, for providing accessibility in all their buildings and spaces providing essential services such as all
primary health centers, civil hospitals, schools, railway stations and bus stops

1.4.7 Section 46: The service providers whether Government or private shall provide services in accordance with
the rules on accessibility formulated by the Central Government under section 40 within a period of two years from
the date of notification of such rules. Provided that the Central Government in consultation with the Chief
Commissioner of PwD may grant extension of time for providing certain category of services in accordance with the
said rules.”

CHAPTER-2
Definitions

2.1 ‘Barrier’ means any factor including communicational, cultural, economic, environmental, institutional, political,
social, attitudinal or structural factors which hampers the full and effective participation of persons with disabilities in
society.

2.2 “Information and communication technology (ICT)” includes all services and innovations relating to
information and communication, including telecom services, web based services, electronic and print services,
digital and virtual services.

2.3 “Person with benchmark disability” means a person with not less than forty per cent of a specified disability,
where specified disability has not been defined in measurable terms and includes a person with disability where
specified disability has been defined in measurable terms, as certified by the certifying authority.

2.4 “Person with disability” means a person with long term physical, mental, intellectual or sensory impairment
which, in interaction with barriers, hinders his full and effective participation in society equally with others.

2.5 “Public Building” means a Government or private building, used or accessed by the public at large, including a
building used for educational or vocational purposes, workplace, commercial activities, public utilities, religious,
cultural, leisure or recreational activities, medical or health services, law enforcement agencies, reformatories or
judicial foras, railway stations or platforms, roadways, bus stands or terminus, airports or waterways.

2.6 “Public facilities and services” includes all forms of delivery of services to the public at large, including
housing, educational and vocational trainings, employment and career advancement, shopping or marketing,
religious, cultural, leisure or recreational, medical, health and rehabilitation, banking, finance and insurance,
communication, postal and information, access to justice, public utilities, transportation.

2.7 “Types of Disabilities” are the same as have been mentioned in the RPwD Act, 2016, National Building Code of
India, 2016 and other relevant rules.

2.8 “Universal design” means the design of products, environments, programmes and services to be usable by all
people to the greatest extent possible, without the need for adaptation or specialized design and shall apply to assistive
devices including advanced technologies for particular group of persons with disabilities.

CHAPTER-3
MINISTRY OF RURAL DEVELOPMENT(MoRD)
Department of Rural Development (DoRD)

3.1 Ministry of Rural Development, being engaged with development and welfare activities in the rural areas,
plays a pivotal role in the overall development strategy of the country. The vision and mission of the Ministry is
sustainable and inclusive growth of rural India through a multipronged strategy for eradication of poverty by
increasing livelihoods opportunities, providing social safety net and developing infrastructure for growth. This is
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expected to improve quality of life in rural India and to correct the developmental imbalances, aiming in the process,
to reach out to most disadvantaged sections of the society. Broadly, the aims of the Ministry of Rural Development
are:

1. Providing livelihood opportunities and skilling to those in need including women and other vulnerable
sections with focus on poor households.

1. Providing for the enhancement of livelihood security of households in rural areas by providing at least 100
days of guaranteed wage employment in every financial year to every household demanding it.

1ii. Provision of all-weather rural connectivity to unconnected rural habitations and upgradation of existing roads
to provide access to market, schools and hospitals.

iv. Providing basic housing and related amenities to BPL household in rural areas.
V. Providing social assistance to the elderly, widow and disabled persons.
Vi. Capacity development and training of rural development functionaries.

Vii. Promoting involvement of voluntary agencies and individuals for rural development.

3.2 Department of Rural Development has been acting as a catalyst effecting change in rural areas through the
implementation of wide spectrum of programmes which are aimed at poverty alleviation, employment generation,
improvement of living standards, infrastructure development and social security. Over the years, with the experience
gained in the implementation of the programmes and in response to the felt needs of the poor, several programmes
have been modified as well as new programmes have been introduced.

3.3 Keeping in view the needs and aspirations of the local people, Panchayati Raj Institutions (PRIs) have been
involved in the programme implementation and these institutions constitute the core of decentralized development of
planning and its implementation.

3.4 The following major programmes are being implemented by the Ministry of Rural Development in rural areas:
(i) Rural Employment- Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act, 2005 (MGNREGA)
(i) Rural Livelihoods- Deendayal Antyodaya Yojana- National Rural Livelihoods Mission (DAY -NRLM)

3.6 Scope of accessibility guidelines in DoRD include provision of guidelines for making various assets created
and activities undertaken through the different schemes being implemented by DoRD, accessible to persons with
disabilities such as:

e Making the work area under Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme (MGNREGS)
and community assets created under various schemes accessible to PwDs.

e Individual assets created for PwDs adhere to the standards to make them barrier free.

e  Creation of assets under various schemes/ programmes of DoRD like MGNREGA and PMAY -G adhering to
universal design and thereby accessible to PwDs.

e  Guidelines for participation of PwDs in Rural Skills & training programmes.
e Participation of women with disabilities in Self Help Groups.

e Social assistance for old and PwD.
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CHAPTER-4
Provisions for the Persons With Disabilities under the Schemes of Department of Rural Development
4.1 Mahatma Gandhi -NREGA

411 Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act (MGNREGA), 2005 is an Act to provide for
the enhancement of livelihood security of the households in rural areas of the country by providing at least one
hundred days of guaranteed wage employment in every financial year to every household whose adult members
volunteer to do unskilled manual work.

4.1.2  The core objectives of the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme (MGNREGS)
formulated under MGNREGA, 2005 are:

i Guaranteed employment of one hundred days of unskilled manual work in a financial year to every
household in rural areas as per demand

ii. Creation of productive assets of prescribed quality and durability
iii.  Strengthening the livelihood resource base of the poor
iv. Proactively ensuring social inclusion; and
V. Strengthening Panchayat Raj Institutions
4.1.4  The salient features of the MGNREGA Act, 2005 are as under:
0] Right based Framework
d. Right to demand work — at least 100 days by a rural household
€. Right to employment - within 15 days of application, else unemployment allowance
f. Right to wages - within 15 days, else delay compensation
(i) Labour Intensive Works
C.60:40 wage and material ratio for works at district level
d.No contractors or labour displacing machinery allowed

414  The engagement of PwD under MGNREGS shall be as per the relevant provisions of the MGNREGS Act,
guidelines and Rules made there under:

(i) The Operational Guidelines stipulate that special conditions are to be created for inclusion of PwDs in the
MGNREGS:

“Each State Government will identify specific works, which can be done by the disabled and vulnerable persons. In a
village, different categories of persons with disabilities will be organized to come together as a fixed group to
accomplish the works proposed for them under the Scheme, in a way that makes it possible for them to exercise their
choice. On no grounds, should the persons with disabilities and vulnerable persons be paid lower wages as compared
to other persons employed in Mahatma Gandhi NREGA works.”

(ii) Disability-wise identification of job roles under MGNREGA are explained in chapter-9 of operational guidelines.

(iii) As per the provisions of Para 18, Schedule I of the Mahatma Gandhi NREGA “a separate Schedule of rates
shall be finalized for women, the elderly, people with disabilities and people with debilitating ailments, so as to
improve their participation through productive work.”

(iv) The disability-wise job roles will be identified and implemented by the States/UTs on priority basis.

(v) There shall be provision of continuous accessible pathways for PwDs throughout the external/ landscaped
areas of the work site.

(vi) States/UTs should provide accessibility of PwDs to the facilities like creche, drinking water, first aid and
shade etc. in the MGNREGA worksite.

(vii) CPWD Guidelines (Harmonised Guidelines and Standards for universal accessibilities in India 2021) may be
followed in case of construction/creation of new common facility centre, GP Bhawan & other proposed work taken up
under MGNREGA.

4.2. Deendayal Antyodaya Yojana- National Rural Livelihood Mission (DAY-NRLM)

4.2.1 Deendayal Antyodaya Yojana- National Rural Livelihood Mission (DAY-NRLM) has a special focus on
priority and early inclusion of the poorest of the poor and other vulnerable sections of community viz., Households
automatically included by the Socio Economic Caste Census (SECC), Schedule Caste (SC), Schedule Tribe (ST),
Particularly Vulnerable Tribal Groups (PVTGs), women headed families, elderly persons, People living with different
abilities/ People with Disabilities (PwDs), minority groups and people living in extremist affected areas, hill terrains
(hard to reach areas), trafficked women, people engaged in unhygienic occupations (ex-manual scavengers),
transgender, HIV/AIDS+ persons and their families, families with one or more persons suffering from chronic illness
etc.

4.22 NRLM tries and achieves complete inclusion of the entire target including the poorest and vulnerable
communities into their institutional architecture within a period of initial 18 months of entering an intensive block.
NRLM expects the vulnerable persons to take significant proportion of leadership positions in various community
institutions under NRLM. Further, NRLM facilitates these institutions in achieving their financial and
economic/livelihoods inclusion and poverty reduction goals.

4.2.3 For PwDs, the following special provisions exists under DAY -NRLM:

(1 All PwDs (aged one year and above), irrespective of percentage of disability of a person (even less than
40% of disability) can be a member of PwD SHG (Self Help Groups) and PwD SHGs are eligible for all funds to
communities {Revolving Fund RF, Vulnerability Reduction Fund(VRF), Community Investment Fund(CIF),
Livelihoods Fund(LF)} under NRLM -

a. 1-17 year person with disability, or a person with Mental Disability, Mental Iliness or Mental
Retardation, could be represented through his/her legal guardian/parent/care-giver as member in the
PwD SHG. Legal guardian/parent/care-giver continues in her own SHG. However, the members of the
concerned group are required to do monitoring to ensure that the person concerned is getting the
benefit.
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b. An individual PwD would be a member of PwD SHG and in case of more than one PwDs are in a
household, then each PwD would become the member of PwD SHG as an individual member of PwD

SHG.

c. If a woman with disability is already a member in the existing women SHG in the village, she would
have the liberty to either continue in the same group or join the PwD SHG. In case she decides to
continue in the same group (non PwD SHG), she should get all other benefit as a PwD.

(ii) At Mission level, the following steps are taken for identification, mobilization and institution building of
PwDs:

a. Sensitize the staff in orientation /refresher workshops, community cadres, leaders, members and
institutions to PwDs and working with them.

b. Develop Modules and Material.

c. PwD SHG Practitioner's Manual (including perceptions on PwD).

d. Sensitization/Awareness Building IEC Materials (Print and Digital).

e. Training Module for community cadre on Rights and Entitlements of the PwD.

f.  Resource Module for community cadre on community based social security, Health & Nutrition

(including mental health) and recreational needs of the PwD.
Resource Module on PwD specific livelihoods.

Train and nurture Community Resource Personnel (CRPSs) to work with PwD Agenda.

(iii) At Village and Cluster levels following steps are to be taken for identification, mobilization and institution
building of PwDs:

a.
b.

Identification and mobilization of PwDs during the first CRP round itself.

Mobilization of PwDs into general SHGs or special PwD SHGs. Being a marginalized group,
creating special groups of PwD may be advantageous.

Mobilization of active and assisted PwDs on a saturation mode. A process of self-selection can be
adopted based on ability and agility.

Mobilization of PwDs included in the SECC (auto-included and at least 1 deprivation) and PwDs
suffering under multiple vulnerabilities like single men/women, belonging to SC/ST and minority
communities, elderly etc.

To adopt and strengthen existing PwD SHGs, if any, in the village.
To facilitate compliance on Panchasutra for each PwDS HG with appropriate customization.

To facilitate community to identify 2-3 active women per village to be trained (including
immersion/exposure visits to PwD SHGs and their federal immersion sites) and to be deployed as
PwD Inclusion Cadres/CRPs.

To mandate active women for inclusion of PwD CRPs and to mandate Village Organizations (VOs)
to saturate mobilization and also to involve Anganwadi and ASHA workers in PwD agenda in the
village.

To take up capacity building of the PwD SHG members, leaders and cadres as per the plan. Capacity
building needs and processes may be distinctly different for the Active, Assisted and Dependent
PwDs.

To facilitate PwD SHG to access Revolving Fund.

Facilitate PwD SHGs to get federated into VO (federation of women SHG at the village level). Like
other women SHGs, PwD SHGs are entitled to avail all benefits like CIF, VRF from the VO and
higher level federations.

To facilitate VO to have a sub-committee or a sub-group within Social Action Committee to
regularly monitor and strengthen these PwD groups.

To facilitate Vulnerability Reduction Plan to include plan for PwDs.

To facilitate Rehabilitation Support to PwDs.

0. To facilitate PwD centric and/or PwD friendly livelihoods and collectivization around these
activities, where required/feasible.

p. To facilitate PwD SHGs, for their solidarity, advocacy etc., into a separate exclusive federation at
GP/cluster/block level and at higher levels.

4.3 Rural Connectivity- Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana PMGSY)

4.3.1  The Government of India, as a part of poverty reduction strategy, launched the Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak
Yojana (PMGSY 1) on 25" December, 2000 as a Centrally Sponsored Scheme to assist the States through ‘Rural
Roads”. The primary objective of Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana (PMGSY) is to provide connectivity, by way
of an all-weather road with necessary culverts and cross-drainage structures, which is operable throughout the year, to
eligible unconnected habitations in rural areas.

4.3.2  As the programme unfolded, a need was felt for consolidation of the existing Rural Road Network to
improve its efficiency not only as a provider of transportation services, but also as a vehicle of social and economic
development. Accordingly, in the year 2013, PMGSY -1l was launched for upgradation of selected through routes and
Major Rural Links (MRLs) with a target to upgrade 50,000 Km in various states and Union Territories. Subsequently,
in 2016, Road Connectivity Project for Left Wing Extremism Affected Areas (RCPLWEA) for construction/up-
gradation of strategically important roads was launched as a separate vertical under PMGSY. In the year 2019,
Government launched PMGSY-III for consolidation of 1,25,000 Km Through Routes and Major Rural Links
connecting habitations, inter-alia, to Gramin Agricultural Markets (GrAMs), Higher Secondary Schools and Hospitals.

4.3.3  All the roads constructed under PMGSY are mapped in GIS- based platforms for geo-tagging and spatial
planning such as GRIMMS, GRISS and Geo-PMGSY and the data is also made accessible to public and other vendors
like Google Maps, etc. for development of applications which also prove to be helpful to persons with disabilities.

4.3.4  Since rural roads are generally low traffic volume roads and accident rates are presently quite low, safety
issues relate mainly to universal design and construction features and road safety consciousness of local residents. As
per the scheme guidelines, as part of the rural road development and maintenance programmes, the concerned State
Government shall ensure road safety audit of PMGSY works along with quality monitoring. It shall also ensure
adequate involvement of Panchayat Raj Institutions.

4.3.5 Respective Gram Panchayats should take all steps for universal design and construction of all weather rural
road with facilities for walk ability, orientation, street crossing etc.

4.3.6  The relevant guidelines of Ministry of Road Transport and Highways, CPWD and SPWD should be followed
to create a barrier free environment for PwDs during the construction of the public road. “Meri Sadak™ App is also
available for use by all PwDs for availing facilities in the rural roads.

4.4 Rural Housing -Pradhan Mantri Awaas Yojana-Gramin (PMAY-G)

4.4.1  The erstwhile rural housing scheme, Indira Awaas Yojana (IAY) had been re-structured into Pradhan
Mantri Awaas Yojana — Grameen (PMAY-G) in view of Government’s commitment to provide “Housing for all” by
2024 and to address the gaps in the previous housing schemes. The re-structured scheme Pradhan Mantri Awaas
Yojana — Grameen (PMAY-G) came into effect from 1st April 2016. The aim of PMAY-G is to provide a pucca
house with basic amenities to all houseless and households living in kutcha/dilapidated houses in rural areas of the
country.

4.4.2 Under PMAY-G, as per the provisions of the Rights for Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016, as far as
possible, States/UTs are to ensure that 5% of the beneficiaries are from among the persons with benchmark
disabilities with priority to women with benchmark disability. Barrier free design should be adopted for the houses
constructed under PMAY-G for the PwDs. Ramp should be constructed for each house allotted to PwD’s. This
enables the PwD’s to have easier movement in and out of the house and this Ramp is to be constructed by the
beneficiary himself/herself within the assistance provided for construction of house.

4.4.3  Universal Design is to be incorporated in rural housing so that it can be adapted as per the need of PwDs
without any major retrofitting cost. A bouquet of location/climate/culture appropriate house designs can be accessed
through the PAHAL (Prakriti, Hunar, Lokvidya) Compendium which is available in the website of PMAYG :

The States/UTs should sensitize the beneficiaries regarding the design of houses specific to their region of residence
by incorporating the disaster resilient features.

4.4.4  Under PMAY-G, the beneficiaries are provided assistance for construction of house and it follows an owner
driven construction approach. The beneficiaries are free to choose the design of house as per their choice. The features
related to access of PwD should be allowed and encouraged.

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4.4.5  Under Rural Mason Training (RMT) for training of masons for quality construction of houses, the houses of
PwDs are to be taken up for quality construction with associated accessibility features. Mason Training and
certification should include training on universal design based accessibility in PMAY -G.

446 PMAY-G website (including AwaasSoft), compliant with screen reader access for visually challenged
persons shall be increasingly used.

447 PMAY-G should follow all relevant rules as defined in Harmonised Guidelines and Standards for
universal Accessibility in India-2021, as far as possible.

4.5 National Social Assistance Programme (NSAP)

45.1  Article 41 of the Constitution of India directs the State to provide public assistance to its citizens in case of
unemployment, old age, sickness and disablement and in other cases of undeserved want within the limit of its
economic capacity and development. Directive Principles of State Policy enshrined in the Constitution of India enjoin
upon the State to undertake within its means a number of welfare measures. It is in accordance with these noble
principles that the Government of India introduced National Social Assistance Programme (NSAP) in 1995 as a
Centrally Sponsored Scheme under which 100 per cent Central assistance is extended to the States/UTs to provide the
benefits in accordance with the norms, guidelines and conditions laid down by the Central Government.

4.5.2  NSAP is a social assistance programme for poor households- for the aged, widows, and disabled in the case
of death of the breadwinner, thereby aiming at ensuring minimum national standards in addition to the benefits that
the States are providing or might provide in future. The intention in providing hundred per cent central assistance is to
ensure that social protection to the beneficiaries is available throughout the country. There is state-wise, sub-scheme-
wise ceilings of beneficiaries under NSAP. States are free to add on and expand their coverage.

45.3 Under Indira Gandhi National Disability Pension Scheme (IGNDPS), a sub-scheme of National Social
Assistance Programme (NSAP), central assistance @ Rs.300 per month is provided to persons aged 18-79 years with
severe and multiple disabilities and belonging to family living below poverty line as per the criteria prescribed by
Government of India. After attaining the age of 80 years, the beneficiaries are shifted to Old Age Pension Scheme for
getting pension of Rs. 500/- per month.

4.5.4 For the older population, under Under Indira Gandhi National Old Age Pension Scheme (IGNOAPS), a sub-
scheme of National Social Assistance Programme (NSAP), central assistance @ Rs.200 per month is provided to
persons aged 60-79 years and belonging to family living below poverty line as per the criteria prescribed by
Government of India. After attaining the age of 80 years, the beneficiaries get pension of Rs. 500/- per month.

4.6 Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Grameen Kaushalya Yojana (DDU-GKY)

4.6.1  Ministry of Rural Development (MoRD) revamped the placement linked skill development program under
National Rural Livelihood Mission as Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Grameen Kaushalya Yojana (DDU-GKY) on the
25™ September, 2014.

4.6.2 DDU-GKY is a State led scheme being implemented in public-private partnership (PPP) mode, based on
demand driven target sanction process. Under DDU-GKY two special programs are being implemented. i.e; ROSHNI
program is being implemented for 27 left wing extremist affected areas of 9 States with mandatory residential course
with 40% coverage to women candidates; and Himayat- All youth of the UT of Jammu & Kashmir and Ladakh are
covered under this scheme with 100% central funding.

4.6.3  The key features of DDU-GKY are as follows:

Q) Focus on rural youth from poor families in the age group of 15 to 35 years belonging to: a) MGNREGA
worker household if any person from the household has completed 15 days of work, b) Rashtriya Suraksha Bima
Yojana(RSBY) household, ¢) Antyodaya Anna Yojana card household, d) Below Povety Line(BPL) Public
Distribution System(PDS) card households, ) NRLM-SHG household, f) Participatory process of Identification of
poor, g) Households covered under auto inclusion parameters of SECC 2011.

(i) Mandatory coverage of socially disadvantaged groups, i.e for SC/ST-50%, Minorities- 15%, and Women
33%) & Special focus on Manual Scavengers, PwDs and Women headed household.

(iii) Salary to the placed candidates is given as per the Minimum wages or above, post-placement support to
candidates & Career progression support to training partners.

(iv) DDU-GKY guidelines have mandated 5% coverage for PwD Candidates (Notification no. 02/2020 dated
07.02.2020).

(v) A special framework for DDU-GKY PwD projects was also introduced, which includes interalia provision on
accessibility to the training centers, residential facilities, personal assistive aids, teaching aids etc. (Notification no.
43/2017 dated 31.07.2017).
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(vi) The process of mobilization of candidates under DDU-GKY and Rural Self Employment Training Institutes
(RSETI) involves the representatives of panchayat level.

(vii) There are dedicated portals/apps (Kaushal Bharat, Kaushal panjee) to manage the skills schemes.
(viii)  There are special provisions for hilly areas in the DDU-GKY guideline.
4.7 Saansad Adarsh Gram Yojana (SAGY)

4,71  Saansad Adarsh Gram Yojana (SAGY) was launched in 2014 with the aim to develop one village by each
Member of Parliament as a model village (Adarsh Gram) by 2016 and two more by 2019. Thereafter, five such
Adarsh Grams (one per year) are to be selected and developed by 2024. A total of 3,074 Gram Panchayats have
already been identified by Members of Parliament as on 31.12.2022 who are taking concrete steps towards their
holistic development through convergence of other Central and State schemes. Pensions for all eligible families (old
age, disability and widow), insurance schemes like Aam Aadmi Bima Yojana & Health insurance (RSBY)) are covered
under the scheme.

4.7.2  In SAGY GPs, projects are implemented through convergence as per the approved Village Development
Plan, which are prepared through community participation as per the local requirements. In order to improve the
accessibility to PwDs, priority to SAGY GPs should be given during implementation of projects under PMAY-G.
Houses in SAGY are to be monitored by Village level committee.

4.8 National Institute of Rural Development and Panchayati Raj (NIRD&PR)

4.8.1 NIRD&PR is an autonomous organisation under the Union Ministry of Rural Development, is a premier
national centre of excellence in rural development and Panchayati Raj. Recognized internationally as one of the UN-
ESCAP Centres of Excellence, it builds capacities of rural development functionaries, elected representatives of PRIs,
bankers, NGOs and other stakeholders through inter-related activities of training, research and consultancy. The
Institute is located in the historic city of Hyderabad in Telangana state. The NIRD&PR celebrated its Golden Jubilee
Year of establishment in 2008. In addition to the main campus at Hyderabad, this Institute has North-Eastern Regional
Centre at Guwahati, Assam to meet the NE-regional needs.

4.8.2  The vision of NIRD&PR is to focus on the policies and programmes that benefit the rural poor, strive to
energise the democratic decentralization processes, improve the operation and efficiency of rural development
personnel, promote transfer of technology through its social laboratories, Technology Park and create environmental
awareness. As a “think-tank” for the Ministry of Rural Development, NIRD while acting as a repository of knowledge
on rural development would assist the Ministry in policy formulation and choice of options in rural development to
usher in the changes.

4.8.3 The NIRD&PR is mandated to:

a. Organise training programmes, conferences, seminars and workshops for senior level development managers,
elected representatives, bankers, NGOs and other stakeholders;

b. Undertake, aid, promote and coordinate research on its own and / or collaborate with State, national and
international development agencies;

c. Analyse and offer solutions to problems encountered in planning and implementation of the programmes for
rural development, decentralised governance, panchayati raj and related programmes;

d. Study the functioning of the Panchayati Raj Institutions (PRIs) and rural development programmes across the
States;

e. Analyse and propose solutions to problems in planning and implementation of the programmes for rural
development; and

f. Develop content and disseminate information and transfer technology through periodicals, reports, e-modules
and other publications.

CHAPTERS
Accessibility Features For Roads, Buildings And Public Facilities In Rural Areas
5.1 Rural Roads

(i A village pathway is a public footpath for walking across the land to work, to the market, to the next village,
temple, school, hospital etc. and also for connecting with the roads built under PMGSY. Under MGNREGA,
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provision of continuous accessible pathways/ walkways for PwDs throughout the external/ landscaped areas of the
work site should be made.

(ii) Provision of gratings on open drains for PwDs should be made. Grating, if any, provided at the entrance gate
should have spaces not greater than 13 mm wide in one direction to avoid trapping of crutches or wheels, and be
placed so that Channel grating slots should not be parallel to the traffic direction.

(iii) Linkages and transitional spaces should not form obstacles to users.

(iv) If a pathway/ walkway leads to a spatial change or a change in level, directional cues such as signage, kerbs,
handrails, fences, hedges, or other continuous elements etc. should be provided at strategic locations to maintain travel
continuity for the user. This is particularly important for visually impaired users to continue along the travel path to
reach their destination.

(v) Kerb ramps with tactile warning and color contrast to be provided to bridge level differences less than 150
mm along pathways.

(vi) Edges of pathways should be clearly defined by using different colours / textures. Street furniture, trees,
lighting and dustbins should be located on one side of pathways.

(vii) Texture, color and pattern of the change in floor surfaces, as well as the lighting effect on the floor surface,
should not be too sudden as to cause hazard to users. Junction between the different floor surfaces should be leveled;
any gaps or expansion joints between different materials should not exceed 13 mm wide.

(viii)  Tapping rails should be provided for visually impaired visitors where tactile guiding path cannot be provided.
(ix) Paths and routes should be monitored and maintained particularly in the high season.

x) Low-level bollards are hazardous and should be avoided.

(xi) Provide a raised zebra crossing at the same height as that of accessible pathway to cross the vehicular road.

(xii) Alternatives to loose gravel can be sourced for paths and routes into the natural landscape. Access to rougher
/ undulating or less firm terrain can be provided over short distances with different types of board walk or tactile mats.

(xiii)  Boardwalks can be covered in wire mesh to reduce slipping in damp areas.

(xiv)  If carpets or carpet tiles are used on a floor surface, they should be securely attached to it. Long, thick rugs
should not be laid in areas likely to be frequented by persons with mobility and sight impairments.

(xv) Bollards, if provided, should have a colour or luminance contrast feature and should have clear distance of
1200 mm between them.

Note: The guidelines of Ministry of Road Transport and Highways/ concerned Department in the State/UT dealing
with roads should be followed to create a barrier free environment for PwDs during the construction of the public
road.

5.2 Buildings in Rural Areas
5.2.1 Entrance

0] Every building including schools, housing, medical facilities, and workplaces should have at least one
entrance accessible to the persons with disabilities and shall be indicated by proper signage. This entrance shall be
approached through a ramp together with the stepped entry.

(i) Minimum clear opening of the entrance door shall be 900 mm. and it shall not be provided with a step that
obstructs the passage of a wheel chair user. Threshold shall not be raised more than 12 mm.

5.2.2  Accessible Pathways/ Walkways for PwDs
Following steps should be taken for accessible pathways/walkways for PwDs:
Q) Provision of continuous accessible pathways for PwDs throughout the external/ landscaped areas of the site.
(i) Improvements to existing ramps, addition of handrails to long ramps.
(iii) The accessible path should preferably lead to all important attractions and vantage points in the site.
(iv) All pathways should be firm and slip-resistant.

(v) Pathways and corridors should be wide enough for wheelchair users. Provision of Safety kerbs around
unguarded fountains.

(vi) Provision of gratings on open drains.

(vii) Linkages and transitional spaces should not form obstacles to users.

(viii)  If a pathway leads to a spatial change or a change in level, directional cues such as signage, kerbs, handrails,
fences, hedges, or other continuous elements etc. should be provided at strategic locations to maintain travel
continuity for the user. This is particularly important for visually impaired users to continue along the travel path to
reach their destination.

(ix) Kerb ramps with tactile warning and color contrast to be provided to bridge level differences less than
150mm along pathways.

(x) Edges of pathways should be clearly defined by using different colours / textures. Street furniture, trees,
lighting and dustbins should be located on one side of pathways.

(xi) Texture, color and pattern of the change in floor surfaces, as well as the lighting effect on the floor surface,
should not be too sudden as to cause hazard to users. Junction between the different floor surfaces should be leveled;
any gaps or expansion joints between different materials should not exceed 13mm wide.

(xii) Continuous tactile guide path should be provided on all the pathways right from the entrance to all major
facilities, information counters, Braille maps/directories, ramps, steps and lifts, for independent navigation of PwDs.

(xiii)  Grating provided if any at the entrance gate should have spaces not greater than 13 mm wide in one direction
to avoid trapping of crutches or wheels, and be placed so that Channel grating slots should not be parallel to the traffic
direction

(xiv)  Provide a raised zebra crossing at the same height as that of accessible pathway to cross the vehicular road.
(xv) Tapping rails should be provided for visually impaired visitors where tactile guiding path cannot be provided.
(xvi)  Paths and routes should be monitored and maintained particularly in the high season.

(xvii)  Alternatives to loose gravel can be sourced for paths and routes into the natural landscape. Access to rougher
/ undulating or less firm terrain can be provided over short distances with different types of board walk or rollable
tactile mats.

(xviii) Boardwalks can be covered in wire mesh to reduce slipping in damp areas.

(xix)  If carpets or carpet tiles are used on a floor surface, they should be securely attached to it. Long, thick rugs
should not be laid in areas likely to be frequented by persons with mobility and sight impairments.

(xx) Low-level bollards are hazardous and should be avoided.

(xxi)  Bollards if provided should have a colour or luminance contrast feature and should have clear distance of
1200mm between them.

Note: The guidelines of CPWD should be followed to create a barrier free environment for PwDs during the
construction of the public buildings as far as possible.

5.2.3 Accessibility of Public Facilities
5.2.3(a) Toilets

(i) A full range of user-friendly provisions should be made to reach the toilet blocks including tactile guide path,
floor plan with illustrations in written text and Braille, and large information signs.

(i) Accessible toilets should have the universally adopted symbol for wheelchair access displayed outside.
(iii) Improvement to existing General Public Facilities.
(iv) Location of general/ accessible Public Facilities to be marked on all tactile pictographic maps.

(V) Unisex accessible toilets are preferable for the caretaker to assist the wheelchair user. Recommended clear
floor space -2000 mm x 2200 mm minimum.

(vi) Where provision of independent unisex accessible toilet blocks is not feasible, Accessible public facility
cubicles should be provided within the existing ladies and gents toilets by reconfiguring internal layout to achieve an
ideal size of 2000mm x 2200mm.

(vii) Drinking water fountains of two mounting heights should be provided and preferably located near the toilet
blocks but away from the toilet entrances.

(viii) A step free leveled tactile guiding path to be provided in the floor from corridors/ walkways leading to the
accessible toilet blocks.
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(ix) The main entrance door/opening to the public facility and internal cubicles should be minimum 900mm in
width.

(x) There should be no level differences inside all toilet blocks. Existing level differences to be removed or
leveled to facilitate easy wheelchair movement.

(xi) Facilities should have wide and level layouts with good colour contrasts providing enough space for
wheelchairs.

(xii) Modification of Public Facilities, including changing of damaged plumbing, sanitary, electrical and water
supply fittings and appliances.

(xiii)  There should be signage using the international symbol of accessibility to identify the accessible public
facilities. Signage should be multi lingual and tactile.

(xiv)  Floor surface material must be non-slippery but should not trap dirt or water.
(xv) Effective floor drainage should be provided to maintain a dry floor surface.

(xvi)  Floor drain covers should be fixed flat on the floor surface without any projections to prevent people from
tripping over.

(xvii)  WC (Water closet) or toilet compartments should have enough floor space and 900 mm wide step-free doors
for wheelchair users to enter and exit.

(xviii) The WC (Water closet) should be preferably wall hung and in a position as to permit easy approach by
wheelchair users.

(xix)  The seat of the WC (Water closet) should be at the correct height for the wheelchair users.

(xx) WC (Water closet) compartments should have support rails / grab bars at a position and height suitable for
wheelchair users and other persons with physical disabilities. Upward- folding grab bars are recommended to allow
lateral transfer from the wheelchair.

(xxi)  WC (Water closet) should be mounted at a height between 450mm —480mm.
5.2.3.(b)Accessible Drinking Water Facility

(i) Drinking fountains should have spouts positioned at the front of the unit. The spout shall direct the water
flow in a path almost parallel to the front of the unit.

(i) For wheel chair users, spouts not higher than 800mm from the floor are recommended.

(iii) Best practice is to provide a clear floor space at least 750mm by 1200mm for wheelchair users. Knee space
and toe space should be provided underneath the fountain. A toe space of minimum 230mm from the floor and knee
space of 700mm from the floor to the underside of fountain are required.

(iv) Controls should be front mounted or side mounted near the front edge and easily operated with one hand.

(V) Flow of water should be at least 100mm high so as to allow the insertion of a cup or glass under the flow of
water.

(vi) For drinking fountain having a round or oval bowl, the spout must be positioned so the flow of water is
within 75mm of the front edge of the fountain

Note:-

(i) All relevant rules in case of drinking water and sanitation in rural areas for PwDs should be followed as per the
guidelines of Department of Drinking water and Sanitation as far as possible.

(ii) All relevant rules in case of Road, building and public facilities in rural areas should follow as defined in
Harmonised Guidelines and Standards for universal Accessibility in India-2021 {HG-2021} (M/o HUPA) as far as
possible.

5.3 Grievance redressal

For redressal of any grievance relating to non-implementation of the these guidelines, the mechanism
provided in Centralised Public Grievance Redressal and Monitoring System (CPGRAMS) may be utilised.

5.4 Monitoring mechanism

The implementation of these guidelines should be monitored through Village level Committees to be formed
by the Gram Panchayats.

CHAPTER 6
Information Technology and Communication Ecosystem
6.1. Website accessibility

6.1.1  For accessibility to the website of the Department of Rural Development (DoRD) and those relating to the
Schemes being implemented by DoRD in which the basic features of the schemes, eligibility, application, status of
application, registration, benefits, monitoring, grievance redressal etc. have been outlined should follow the guidelines
for Indian Government Websites (GIGW) of Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology (MeiTy).

6.1.2  Compliance to these guidelines will make the websites of DoRD accessible to persons with disabilities and
ensure that the PwDs can easily navigate the website.

6.2 BIS standard for accessibility of ICT products and services

Considering that digital means of accessing information, registration and payment etc. have become prevalent, these
methods must be accessible by compliance to relevant websites, apps, digital documents and software notified by
Bureau of Indian Standards (IS 17802 Accessibility for the ICT Products and Services Part | Requirements & Part 2
Determination of Conformance).
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
