MAHARASHTRA VILLAGE PANCHAYATS ACT.

No. VPM-2025/CR 16/PARA 4.—Whereas in exercise of the powers conferred under section
153-A of the Maharashtra Village Panchayat Act (III of 1959) the Government of Maharashtra vide
its Order dated 18th November 1989, issued direction to all the Panchayats to spend 15 per cent. of
its annual income on the advancement of the backward class category people ;

And Whereas, the Village Panchayat Ghumri, Taluka Karjat, District Ahilyanagar (hereinafter
the referred as “the said Village Panchayat”) has not spend 15 per cent. of its annual income on
advancement of backward class category people, during the financial year 2021-2022 and 2023-2024 ;

And Whereas, the Chief Executive Officer of the Zilla Parishad, Ahilyanagar has conducted
the preliminary enquiry of the affairs of the said Village Panchayat and found that the said Village
Panchayat has not spend the 15 per cent. of annual income on the advancement of the backward
class category people, during the financial year 2021-2022 and 2023-2024, as directed by the State
Government vide its order dated 18th November 1989 and prepared a report stating that the
said Village Panchayat has failed to perform its duties and forwarded the same to the Divisional
Commissioner, Nashik Division, Nashik ;

And Whereas, after taking into consideration report of the Chief Executive Officer, Zilla
Parishad Ahilyanagar, the Divisional Commissioner, Nashik Division, Nashik also recommended the
Government to dissolve the said Village Panchayat vide its Letter No. VIAASHA/PR/2340138/2024
dated the 27.08.2024 ;

And Whereas, State Government called report from Chief Executive Officer, Zilla Parishad
Ahilyanagar and Divisional Commissioner, Nashik Division, Nashik vide the Government Letter
No.VPM 2025/C.R.16/PR-14, dated 28.01.2025 and in response to the said letter, the Divisional
Commissioner Office, Nashik Division, Nashik has vide its Letter No. VIAASHA /PR./4168057/2025,
dated 13.02.2025, forwarded the proposal of the dissolution of the said village Panchayat, as
recommended by the Chief Executive Officer, Zilla Parishad, Ahilyanagar and the Standing Committee
and General body of the Zilla Parishad and the Chief Executive Officer, Zilla Parishad, Ahilyanagar
vide its Letter No. Sapravi-2/Gr.Pan-6/741/2024, dated the 09.07.2024 recommended the Government
to dissolve the said Village Panchayat under sub-section (1) of section 145 of Maharashtra Village
Panchayats Act, as well as, the Standing Committee of Zilla Parishad, Ahilyanagar in its meeting
held on the 18.06.2024, passed a resolution No. 85 for recommending dissolution of the said Village
Panchayat to the Government through Divisional Commissioner, Nashik Division, Nashik ;

And Whereas, after taking into consideration the report of the Divisional Commissioner, Nashik
Division Nashik, the Government of Maharashtra has issued a show cause notice to the said Village
Panchayat by its Letter No. VPM-2025/C.R.16/PR-04, dated 23.04.2025 for tendering the explanation ;

And Whereas, after considering the recommendations of the Divisional Commissioner,
Nashik Division, Nashik, report of the Chief Executive Officer, Zilla Parishad, Ahilyanagar and
recommendation of Standing Committee of the Zilla Parishad, Ahilyanagar and explanation of the
members of the said Village Panchayat to the said show cause notice dated the 23rd April 2025. the
Government of Maharashtra is of the opinion that the said Village Panchayat, during the financial
year 2021-2022 and 2023-2024, has not spend the 15 per cent. its annual income on the advancement
of the backward class category people and neglected the duties imposed on it and functions entrusted
to it under the said Act; and, therefore, decided to dissolve the said Village Panchayat.

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (i) of sub-section (1) and clause (b)
of sub-section (2) of section 145 of the Maharashtra Village Panchayat Act, and of all other powers
enabling it in that behalf, the Government of Maharashtra hereby, after consultation with the Zilla
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Parishad, Ahilyanagar and after giving the said Village Panchayat an opportunity of tendering an
explanation,—

(a) dissolves the Village Panchayat Ghumri, Taluka Karjat, District Ahilyanagar with
effect from the date of publication of this Order in the Maharashtra Government Gazette; and

(b) appoints the Extension Officer of the Karjat Panchayat Samiti in the Ahilyanagar District
to exercise the powers and to perform the duties of the said Village Panchayat.
