(3) To Provide justice to the affected
persons quickly and in low cost by
setting Cases (litigations) through
janata Nyayalayas (Lok Adalat)

(4) Services of Legal Aid Lawyers to
provide legal aid and advice.

(5) Para Legal Volunteers to assist
legal aid lawyers and to help the
litigants in filling up forms for legal aid
etc,.

(iii) Procedure followed in the decision

making process, including channels
supervision and accountability

of

Caseworker (Admin clerk cum typist) will
open a file on receipt of proposal and
process the proposal in the existing file. He
will scrutinize the same and place it before the
Member Secretary. Then Member Secretary
will review the proposal in light of existing
provisions/Rules and will decide the course of
action. If necessary, he will submit the file

before Hon'ble Chairman, TLSC for necessary
orders.

Depending on urgency, proposal will be

finalized on priority.
