NOTIFICATION

In exercise of the Rule making power conferred under Part X of the Code of Civil Procedure,
1908 and clause (d) of sub-section (2) of Section 89 of the said Code, and all other powers enabling in
this behalf, the High Court of Judicature at Allahabad makes the following Rules.

The Uttar Pradesh Civil Procedure (District Courts) Mediation Rules, 2021
1- Short title and commencement:
These Rules may be called the Uttar Pradesh Civil Procedure (District Courts) Mediation
Rules, 2021.
They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
2- Extent:
These Rules shall apply to mediation referred to the Mediation and Conciliation Centre set
up in the District in respect of any suit or other proceeding pending in any Court subordinate

to the High Court of Judicature at Allahabad.

3- Panel of Mediators:

(i) The District & Sessions Judge for the purpose of preparing a panel of mediators shall
invite applications from:

(a) Such advocates having at least 10 years of standing at the Bar;

(b) Retired District & Sessions Judges/Additional District & Sessions Judges;

(c) Professionals/Experts having at least 15 years standing in their respective

fields and conversant with law in the field.

The applicants will have to furnish an undertaking that they will undergo the mediator's training
as prescribed by the Mediation and Conciliation Project Committee of the Supreme Court of
India.

(ii) The District & Sessions Judge shall after evaluating the credentials, prepare a list of
eligible applicants. Persons whose names are included in this list shall undergo the
prescribed mediators' training.
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(iii) The District & Sessions Judge shall then prepare a panel of mediators after due
intimation to the High Court and the Uttar Pradesh State Legal Services Authority from amongst
the persons who have successfully completed the mediators' training. Persons  whose  names
are included in the panel shall have to submit the application contained in proforma set
out in Schedule-l;

Provided that nothing in this Rule shall effect the continuance of the panel already drawn by
the District & Sessions Judge, but such mediators whose names are included in the panel
shall have to undergo the prescribed mediators' training within one year from the date of
publication of the Rules in the official Gazette, failing which their names shall automatically
stand deleted from the panel.

(iv) The term of the each empanelled mediator shall be three years from the date of
empanelment. The District & Sessions Judge may, after calling for a report from the
Secretary, District Legal Services Authority, extend the term of the mediators for a further
period of three years. On expiry of the extended period the District & Sessions Judge may
extend the term from time to time in the like manner. Due intimation shall be given about the
extension to the High Court and the Uttar Pradesh State Legal Services Authority.

(v) The names of the mediators contained in the panel shall be duly published on the
notice boards of the approved Bar Associations of the District Court and Outlying Courts.

(vi) There shall also be a panel of Mediators comprising members of the U.P. Nyayik
Sewa and U.P. Higher Judicial Services in the Judgeship concerned who have completed 40
hours of training of MCPC.

4- Nomination of Mediator:

(i) The Secretary of the District Legal Services Authority shall nominate
mediator/mediators from the panel of mediators drawn under Rule 3 for mediating between
parties:

Provided that no person who is interested or connected with the subject-matter of dispute or
is related to any party or to those who represent them, unless such objection is waived by all
the parties in writing, shall be nominated as a mediator;

Provided further that no legal practitioner who has or is appearing for any of the parties in
the suit or any other suit or proceedings between the same parties shall be nominated as a
mediator.

(ii) The Secretary of the District Legal Services Authority shall, while nominating any
person from the panel of mediators referred to in Rule 3, consider the suitability of the mediator
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for resolving a particular class of dispute involved in the suit and shall give preference to
those who have proven record of successful mediation or who have special qualifications or
experience in such matters.

5-_Disqualification of persons to be empanelled:
The following persons shall not be eligible for being empanelled as mediators:-

(i) any person who has been adjudged insolvent or is declared to be of unsound mind,;

(i) any person against whom a charge sheet has been submitted in a Court;

(iii) any person who has been convicted by a Court for an offence involving moral
turpitude;

(iv) any person against whom disciplinary proceedings have been initiated by the
disciplinary authority or have resulted in punishment; and

(v) such other category of persons as may be notified by the High Court.

6- Venue for conducting mediation:
The mediator(s) shall conduct the mediation at any of the following places:

(i) Alternative Dispute Resolution Centre/venue of Lok Adalat or Permanent Lok Adalat;
or
(ii) Any place identified by the District & Sessions Judge within the Court premises for

the purpose of conducting mediation.

7- Duty of mediator to disclose certain facts:

(i) When a mediator is nominated under Rule 4, he shall disclose in writing to the
Secretary, District Legal Service Authority, any circumstances likely to give rise to a
justifiable doubt as to his independence or impartiality;

(ii) Every mediator shall also throughout the continuance of mediation proceedings, without
delay, disclose to the Secretary, District Legal Service Authority, in writing about the existence of
any of the circumstances referred to in clause (i).

8- Cancellation of nomination of a mediator:

The Secretary of the District Legal Services Authority may cancel the nomination of a  mediator
and nominate another mediator from the panel drawn under Rule-3, and intimate the District
& Sessions Judge:

(i) upon information furnished by the mediator under Rule 7; or
(ii) for any other justifiable cause after due verification.

9- Deletion of name(s) from the Panel:

The name of a mediator included in the panel referred to in Rule 3, may be deleted by the
District & Sessions Judge, if:-
(i) He resigns or withdraws from the panel for any reason; or
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(ii) He is declared insolvent or of unsound mind; or

(iii) He is a person against whom a charge sheet has been submitted in a Court; or

(iv) He is a person who has been convicted by a Court for an offence involving moral
turpitude; or

(v) He is a person against whom disciplinary proceedings have been initiated by the
appropriate disciplinary authority or have resulted in punishment; or

(vi) He exhibits or displays conduct during the continuance of the mediation proceedings,
which are unbecoming of a mediator; or

(vii) The District & Sessions Judge upon receipt of information or otherwise is satisfied
that it is not desirable to continue the name of the mediator in the panel;

Provided that before deleting the name of the mediator either under clause (vi) or (vii), the
District & Sessions Judge shall pass a reasoned order after providing an opportunity to the
mediator concerned.

10- Case sheet to be furnished by the Court to the Mediation Centre:
A Case Sheet shall be furnished by the Court to the Mediation Centre in the proforma set out

in Schedule-Il.

11- Procedure for conducting Mediation:
(i) The Mediator shall adhere to such procedure as is laid down by the Mediation &

Conciliation Project Committee, Supreme Court of India, for conducting mediation.

(ii) The Mediation Centre shall issue written notice to the parties and their counsel about
the referral of the case by the Court for mediation as prescribed in Schedule lli;

(iii) The parties shall be furnished an information sheet as contained in Schedule IV;

(iv) The mediator shall fix, in consultation with the parties, a time schedule, the date, the
time of each mediation session and its venue;

(v) The mediator may conduct joint or separate sessions with the parties;

(vi) Each party shall furnish to the mediator, copies of pleadings or document or such
other information as may be required by the mediator in connection with the issues to be
resolved;

Provided that where the mediator is of the opinion that any original document is required to
be examined, the Court may grant such permission.

(vii) Each party shall furnish to the mediator such other information as may be required by
the mediator in connection with the issues to be resolved.

12- Mediator not be bound by The Evidence Act, 1872 or The Code of Civil Procedure, 1908:
The mediator shall not be bound by the provisions of The Code of Civil Procedure 1908 or

The Indian Evidence Act, 1872, but shall be guided by the principles of fairness and justice
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as well as the procedure laid down by the Mediation and Conciliation Project Committee,
Supreme Court of India and shall also have due regard to the rights and obligations of the
parties, usages of trade, if any, and the nature of dispute.

13- Attendance of parties at sessions:

(i) (a) The parties residing in India shall be present personally or may be represented
by their power of attorney holders at the sessions fixed by the mediator.

(b) The parties not residing in India may be represented by their Counsel or
power of attorney holders at the sessions fixed by the mediator.

(ii) If a party fails to attend a session fixed by the mediator on account of deliberate or
willful act, the other party may apply to the Court where the suit or proceeding is pending
and the Court may issue appropriate directions, having due regard to the facts and
circumstances of the case.

14- Role of mediator:

The mediator shall:
(i) attempt to facilitate voluntary resolution of the dispute by parties and communicate
the view of each party to the other;

(ii) assist the parties in identifying issues and clarifying misunderstandings;
(iii) inform the parties that the mediator can only facilitate the parties in arriving at a
settlement;

(iv) clarify the area of priorities, explore areas of compromise and generate options in an
attempt to resolve the dispute;

(v) emphasize that it is the responsibility of the parties to arrive at a settlement; and

(vi) the mediator shall not impose any terms of settlement on the parties.

15- Time limit for completion of mediation:

The mediation shall stand terminated on the expiry of sixty days from the date fixed for the
first appearance of the parties before the mediator. However, in exceptional circumstances,
the time limit can be extended by thirty days with the consent of the parties. Thereafter, if
both the parties agree, time may be extended beyond ninety days, with the permission of the
Referral Judge.

16- Confidentiality, Disclosure and Inadmissibility of Information:

(i) When a mediator receives information concerning a dispute from any party which he
believes to be confidential, he may disclose the substance of such information to the other
party only with the written permission of the first party;

(ii) When a party gives information to a mediator subject to a specific condition that it be
kept confidential, the mediator shall not disclose that information to the other party;
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(iii) The mediator shall not voluntarily divulge nor be compelled to divulge any
information or document or report received during the course of mediation nor the mediator
shall be compelled to disclose what transpired during mediation to any party not
participating in the mediation;

(iv) The parties shall maintain confidentiality about:

(a) the views expressed by the parties during the course of mediation

proceedings;

(b) documents obtained during mediation or other notes, drafts or information

given by parties or mediators which have been expressly required to be treated as

confidential;

(c) proposals made or views expressed by the mediator;

(d) admission(s) made by a party during the course of mediation proceedings;

(e) the fact that a party had or had not indicated willingness to accept a proposal.
(v) there shall be no recording, including audio or video of the mediation proceedings.

17- Privacy:
Mediation sessions are private and only the concerned parties or their counsel or power of
attorney holders can attend. Other persons may attend the proceedings only with the consent
of the parties and with the permission of the mediator.

18- Immunity:
No mediator shall be held liable for anything bona-fide done or omitted to be done during
the mediation proceedings for any civil or criminal action, nor shall the mediator be
summoned by any party to the suit or proceeding to appear in a Court of law to testify in
regard to information received or action taken or in respect of drafts or records prepared or
shown during the mediation proceedings.

19- Communication between the Mediator and the Court:
(i) There shall be no communication between the mediator and the Court, except as
provided in clauses (ii) and (iii) of this Rule;
(ii) If any communication between the mediator and the Court is considered necessary, it
shall be in writing and copies of the same shall be given to the parties or their counsel or
power of attorney holders;
(iii) Communication between the mediator and the Court shall be limited to:

(a) the settlement of the dispute between the parties; or
(b) failure to arrive at a settlement between the parties; or
(c) unwillingness of the parties to arrive at a settlement through mediation.

20- Settlement agreement:
(i) Where an agreement is reached between the parties in regard to all the issues in the
suit or some of the issues, or in any other proceeding, the same shall be reduced in writing
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and shall be signed by the parties or their power of attorney holders. If counsel have
represented the parties, they shall attest the signatures of their respective parties. The
agreement shall be, as far as possible, in consonance with Schedule V;

(i) The agreement so signed and attested shall be submitted to the mediator who shall,
with a covering letter signed by him, forward the same to the Court in which the suit or other
proceeding is pending;

(iii) Where no agreement is arrived at between the parties within the time stipulated in
Rule 15 or where the mediator is of the view that no settlement is possible, he shall report the
same to the Court in writing;

(iv) The mediator shall fix the date on which the parties may appear before the Court
concerned and within that period he shall submit the report to the Court as per Schedule VI.

21- Fee of mediator:

The fee of the mediators with effect from commencement of these Rules shall be as follows:-

(i) on successful mediation, a mediator shall be entitled to payment of Rs. 3,000/-;

(ii) if the parties do not arrive at a settlement, but at least three sessions of one hour each
have been held, a mediator shall be entitled to payment of Rs. 1,500/-;

Provided that the Chief Justice of the High Court may revise the fee structure from time to
time.

22- Ethics to be followed by mediator:

The mediator shall:

(i) Follow and observe the Rules strictly and with due diligence;

(ii) Not carry on any activity or conduct which can reasonably be considered as
unbecoming of a mediator;

(iii) Uphold the integrity and fairness of the mediation process;

(iv) Ensure that the parties involved in mediation are fairly informed and have an
adequate understanding of the procedural aspects of the process;

(v) Satisfy himself/herself that he/she is qualified to undertake and complete the
assignment in a professional manner;

(vi) Disclose any interest or relationship likely to affect impartiality or which may give an
appearance of partiality or bias;

(vii) Avoid, while communicating with the parties, any impropriety;

(viii)y  Be faithful to the relationship of trust and confidentially imposed in the office of
mediator;

(ix) Recognize that mediation is based on principles of self-determination by the parties
and that the mediation process relies upon the ability of the parties to arrive at a settlement;

(x) Maintain reasonable expectations of the parties as to confidentiality; and

(xi) Refrain from extending promises or guarantees.
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23- Repeal:
The Uttar Pradesh Civil Procedure Mediation Rules, 2009 shall stand repealed from the date

of enforcement of these rules.
