Note 2: In view of Gazette notification dated 04.01.2021, the disabilities for which the
post of Judicial Officer has been identified as suitable are as under:

I. Blindness, Low Vision;

ii.  One Arm, One Leg, Both Legs, Leprosy Cured, Dwarfism, Acid
Attack Victims;

ii.  Specific Learning Disability;

iv.  Multiple Disabilities involving aforesaid disabilities.

Note 3: Number of vacancies is subject to change.

The candidates applying for the examination should ensure that they fulfill all the
eligibility conditions for admission to the examination. Their admission at all the stages
of examination for which they are admitted by this Court viz. Preliminary Examination
(Objective type), Mains Examination (Written) and the Viva-Voce shall be purely
provisional, subject to their satisfying the prescribed eligibility conditions. The question
of eligibility would be thoroughly examined at the subsequent stage. If on verification
at any time before or after the Preliminary Examination (Objective type), Mains
Examination (Written) and the Viva-Voce, it is found that they do not fulfill any of the
eligibility conditions, their candidature for the examination shall stand cancelled without
any notice or further reference.
