However, when the matter was taken up by the learned Trial Court on 16 

August, 2024, noticing that the statutory period for filing the written statement had 

already expired, the defence was struck off.

4. An application seeking review was also filed, claiming that the st�tutory 

period for filing written statement in a commercial suit was 120 days and, thereforc, 

the written statement had been filed within the permissible outer limit, the learned 

Trial Court rejected such application by holding that statutory period was 30 days 
which could be merely extended up to 120 days, on special ground being shown. 
5. The argument advanced by the learned counsel for the petitioner is that even 

if proviso to Order VIII Rule I is construed in its literal sense, the Court can though 
extend the period of 30 days on certain condition, it cannot curtail or forfeit the right 
in such a manner, particularly, when the written statenent had admittedly been filed 

already on 74 day.
