Trailblazing story of success by the District 

Legal Services Authority, Kendrapara 

 
1. Rehabilitation of four minor destitute children 

 
 On 03.02.2023 at 6.00 P.M a news item was telecast by 

Kanak News regarding plights of the four destitute children 

of Village:Charipokharia under Bhitargarh GP in the 

Revenue Block of Rajnagar. 

The matter was placed before the Hon’ble Chairman, 

DLSA, Kendrapara vide note sheet dated 04.02.2023. 

The Hon’ble Chairman, DLSA, Kendrapara directed 

the Secretary, DLSA, Kendrapara to ascertain the truth 

regarding the news that the four children are leading a 

miserable life in their village. The Secretary, DLSA, 

Kendrapara as per the direction proceeded to village 

Charipokharia. Sri Pravas Das, DSSO, Kendrapara, Sri 

Bhagabati Prasad Das, Chairman, P.O, Sri Badal Das and 

the member, Smt. Smitanjali Mohapatra of CWC 

accompanied the Secretary, DLSA to village Charipokharia. 

 

 



The Secretary, DLSA interacted with the 

grandparents, uncle and other relatives of the children and 

also discussed with some neighbours. 

 The discussion revealed that the father of the children 

is dead. Their mother abandoned them six months back and 

went away. The innocent children are living under the care 

of their grandparents, uncle and aunt. The grandfather is 

65 year and the grandmother is 54 year old. The uncle is 

deaf and dumb. They are residing in a thatched house 

which stands on the government land. They have no other 

land where they can build their own house. They have no 

agricultural lands. They depend on ration card and daily 

wages for their living. They are leading an impoverished 

life.  

The Secretary, DLSA observed that  

(i) the four children i.e. Laxmi Barik aged about 9 

years, Debika Barik aged about 6 years, Arati Barik aged 

about 4 years and Rudra Barik aged about 3 years are not 

residing in proper habitation; 

 

 

  



(ii) The children are not getting nutritious food.  

(iii) The first two children Laxmipriya Barik and 

Debika Barik are studying in local Government School in 

Class-IV and Class-III. Arati Barik and Rudra Barik are 

attending the Anganwadi Centre. The education, they are 

receiving is not up to the mark.  

(iv) Laxmipriya is yet to be included in the Ration 

Card; 

 (v) The grandparent Brahamananda Barik is not 

provided with the Bank Pass Book and also has not received 

his old age pension.  

(iv) The four children are not yet covered under any 

Beneficial Scheme of the Government. 

The Secretary, DLSA discussed the problems of the 

four children with local Administration. They assured her to 

take suitable steps on war footing for rehabilitation of the 

four children.  

On 06.02.2023, the Secretary, DLSA wrote a request 

letter vide letter No.160, date:06.02.2023 to the Collector &  

 

 

 

  

 



District Magistrate, Kendrapara to take suitable steps on 

rehabilitation and financial help for four semi orphan 

children of village Charipokharia with her findings that   

(i) The children require proper habitation; 

(ii) The children require proper nutritious food; 

(iii) The children require proper education 

On 20.03.2023 vide letter No. 84/DCPU/Dt. 20.03.2023 

of the office of the Collector & District Magistrate, 

Kendrapara reported compliance that 

(i) they have sanctioned  Debika Barik(DOB-

23.08.2015) sponsorship@Rs.4000/- only per month under 

“Mission Vatsalya Scheme” with effect from 01.03.2023 

during financial year, 2022-23 which will continue till 

completion of 18 years of her age. The benefit under the said 

scheme pertaining to second daughter (Laxmipriya Barik) 

shall be considered on receipt of funds from Government of 

India. 

 

 

 

  



(ii) They have assured to consider Pucca house under 

PMAY(G) in future as the family at the movement is not yet 

included in the permanent wait list under PMAY(G). 

(iii) Laxmipriya Barik & Debika Barik are going to 

Govt. School and availing mid-day meal programme. They 

are covered under SFSS(State Food Security Scheme). 

(iv) Laxmipriya Barik and Debika Barik are persuing 

their studies in Class IV & III respectively at Panchubarahi 

Nodal U.P School, which is a Govt. School and covered 

under free education. 

(v) Arati Barik & Rudra Barik  under six years of age 

are also going to the local Anganwadi Centre and availing 

their pre education with all Govt. benefits.  

(vi) In the ration card No. 17090913534, (Laxmipriya 

Barik & Debika Barik) are already included as the 

beneficiaries. The rest two children namely Arati Barik & 

Rudra Barik are added in the card under SFSS(State Food 

Security Scheme). Hence forth, they are entitled to avail 

food stuff@ 20 Kg per month instead of 10 Kg. 
 



 

(vii) Old Age Pension of Brahmananda Barik, 

grandfather of children has been sanctioned w.e.f 

01.03.2023. Similarly, NFBS benefits @Rs.20000/- only 

(One time) has been sanctioned.  

(viii) Further, Arati Barik (5 years) and Rudra 

Barik(3 years) are also covered under HCM & other ICDS 

services in the local Anganwadi Centre. 

(ix) They have also taken steps for inclusion of three 

girl child under Sukanya Samridhi Yojana. 

(x) It is found that there exists Ac.0.09 dec of 

Agricultural land, Ac0.19dec. of Gharbari & Ac0.09dec of 

Jalasaya-2 in the mouza Charipokharia which is recorded 

in the name of Madha Barik, S/o- Padan barik i.e great 

grandfather of the four children and the share of Amar 

Barik is Ac0.02 dec. Agricultural land. It is however 

reported by District Administration, Kendrapara that the 

family is ineligible to get homestead land as per the 

provisions of O.G.L.S Act. 

The news was telecast in Kanak News, OTV, Kalinga 

TV, News 18 and other local You-tube Channel i.e. 

Pratidin and also published in Odia daily “The Samaj” 

dated 05.02.2023, “The Sambad” dated 06.02.2023, “The 

Indian Express” dated 09.02.2023 which is also attached. 

  

 



 

2.  Rescue of Minor Boy 

 

On 01.04.2023 at about 9.00 P.M, the Secretary, 

DLSA, Kendrapara while was on evening walk near Tulasi 

Women’s College, Gopa, Kendrapara, noticed that a minor 

boy was selling gupchup near Tulsi Women’s College, 

Gopa, Kendrapara. She interacted with the minor boy who 

expressed that he belongs to Bihar and he is engaged in 

selling gupchup as per the instruction of a person (could not 

say his name). 

Thereafter, the Secretary, DLSA intimated about 

the matter to the Hon’ble Chairman, DLSA, Kendrapara. 

 As per the direction of the Chairman, the 

Secretary, DLSA discussed with local Administration. 

 Promptly, the police personnel from Town Police 

Station and Co-ordinator of the Child line reached at the 

spot and rescued the minor boy and accommodated him in 

Short Stay home, RIESWA, Garapur, Kendrapara.
