3.29 The Flag shal! not be used in any fonm of advertisement
not shall an advertising sign be fastened to the pole from
which the Flag s fiown,

1.30 The Flag shall not be used as a receptacle for receiving.
detivering, holding or carrying anything.

Provided that thers shall be no objection to keeping flower
pelals inside the Flag before it is unfurled, as part of
celebrations on special goeasiens and on Natignal Days
Jike the Republic Day and the Independence Day.

SALUTE

1.31 During the ceremony of hoisting or lowering the Flag or
when the Flag is passing in a parade of in a review, all
persons present should face the Flag and stand a1
attention. Those present in unkiform should reoder the
appropriate salute. When the Flag is in a moving column,
persons present will sland at attention of salute as the
Flag passes them. A dignitary may take the zalute without
a head dress,

DISFLAY WITH FLAGS OF OTRER NATIONS AND OF

3.32 When displayed m a straight line with flags of other
countries, the Mational Flag shall be on the extreme right;
i_.e if an observer were 1o stand in the center of the row
af the flags facing the audience, the MNational Flag should
be to his extzeme right.

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3.33 Flaps of foreign couatnes shall proceed as from the
Natjonal Flag in alphabetical order on the basis of Englizh
versions of the pames of the countries concerned.

Flag and also to
incluode National Flag in the normal colntrywise
alphabetical order. The National Flag shal! be hoisted
first and lowered last.

3.34 In case flaps &re to be flown in &n open circleie, inan
arc or a semi-circle, the same procedure shall be adopted
as is indicated in the preceding clause of this Section. In
case flags are to be flown ina closed, 1.e., complete cirele,
the National Flag shall mark the beginning of the circle
and the flags of other countries should procesd in a
Slockwi se manner until the last flag is placed next to the
National Flag.

The Natienal Flag shall also be included i its
alphabetical arder in such a closed circle,



3.35 When the National Flag is displayed against a wall with
another flag from crossed staffs, the National Flag shall
be on the right i.c. the Flag's own right, and its staff shall
be in front of the staff of the other flag. The position *
