High Court. Having regard to all relevant factors, the Collegium is of 

the considered view that Mr. Justice A.A Kureshi is suitable in all 

respects for being appointed as Chief Justice of the Madhya 

Pradesh High Court. The Collegium resolves to recommend 

accordingly.
