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Family Courts

Family Courts are established under the Fami-
ly Courts Act, [984. The Act confers the power
and jurisdiction on the Family Courts which
are exercised by the District Court or Subor-
dinate Civil Courts in their suits and proceed-
ings.

The Family Courts can deal with:

A Suit or proceeding for the decree of
nullity of marriage, or restitution of
conjugal rights. or for the dissolution
of the marriage between the parties;

A Suit or proceeding for determining the
validity of a marriage or matrimonial
status of a person;

A Suit or proceeding in the matter related
to the properties between the par-
ties to a marriage;

A Suit or proceeding for an injunction or
order arising out of a marriage;

A Suit or proceeding for declaring the
legitimacy of a person;

A Suit or proceeding for maintenance;

A Suit or proceeding for the guardianship
of the person, or custody of @ minor.

The Family Courts also have the power to exercise a
Jurisdiction which is exercised by a Magistrate of the
First Class under Chapter IX of the Code of Criminal Pro-
cedure, 1973 and such other Jurisdiction as provided by
any other law or enactment,

Difference between regular Courts and Family
Courts

First and obvious difference is that the Family
Courts are established to exclusively deal with the mat-
ters relating to marriage and family affairs. Apart from
that, all the provision of the Code of Civil Procedure,
1908 are applied for the enforcement of the order of a
Family Court.

The Family Courts are established with a view
to promoting conciliation in secure speedy settlement of
disputes relating to marriage and family affairs.

Counselling and conciliation are the two pillars
on which the whole structure of Family Court is built
upon, and for the parties involved in the family disputes
to arrive at amicable solution, the environment of the
Family Courts shall be stress-free and inviting harmany
between the parties. Further maost of the times the par-
ties involved come with their toddlers and young chil-
dren. For these children, the dispute between their par-
ents itself is mentally taxing. The Court environment shall
not pose any further trauma to them. For this the Hon'ble
Supreme Court of India has issued certain guidelines as
to how the Family Court environment should be, and the
District Courts have been instructed to follow those
quidelines.

Facilities provided at the Family Court:

Counselling rooms: The Counselling rooms with peaceful
environment are where the parties can discuss
their issues and the counsellor can address the
issues and advise the parties.

Creche for the toddlers,

Baby feeding room,

Children play area.

Separate washrooms for women and their children.

Video Conferencing facility to record evidence.
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
