In the Matter of Filling Jail Appeals. 

I have been directed to bring to your kind noice, the pathetic state of 
aflairs regarding non filing or inordinate delay in filing Jail Appeal by or on 
behalf of detained convicts primanly due to lack of means, legal knowledlge or 
poverty etc.

I have been directed to request you to ensure and follow the under 
menioned process in respect to filing of jail appeal within sipulaed ime 
fordwith and mandatorily: 
1- The Secretary, District Legal Services Authority shall visit the district jail 

every l5 days henceforh and prepare / get prepared a list of detained 
convicted persons, wiho have been unable to file appeals due to one or 
other reasons. 

2- The details of the said cases shall be maintained at the level of Distuict 
Legal Services Autlority (hereinafter relerred as DISA) and informaion 
of the said inspection'visit along with this detail of convicts shall be 
mandatorily sent to the High Court Legal Services Comnitlce, Allalhabad 
or I's Sub-Comnittee at Lacknow (Hig Court Legal Services 
Conmitees) through Chairman, DISA. The copy of said infornaion 
shall also be sent o concerned CJM/ACJM, deputed to make Jail 
Inspecion every month as per General Rule Criminal G.L. No. 
38/ADMN(B), dated 09-12-1968 (Annexure-1). 

3- The Chairnan, DISA is requested to reflect upon the said repon of ue 
Secretary, DLSA and dhe then existing stalus of the pendency of Jail 
Appeals in his quarterly inspection of die District Jail as Disrict Juclge with. 
the Disurit Magistrale aund Disurict Superintendent of Police in 
compliance of the provision of General Rule Criminal C.I. No. 82/VIIIE 
9/Inspection Section, daued 12-09-1994 Annexure no. 2). Tlhe copy ol 
the said report be also sent to Stale l<gl Serices Authornty. 
The Secretary, DISA is furher directed to collet data of julguents of 
conviction, on mernt, by criminal courts of concerned clistrict and collate in 
co-ordination witl1 the Jail Superintendent so as to monitor the stalus of 
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Jail Appeals liled on behall of detained convicts. In the eventualiiy of delay 

occurring in lilng Jail Appeals because of inability lo lile the same, prompt 

and eflecive legal assistance shall be provided to dhe convicts. 

5- The Chaimman and he Secretary, DLSA are also directed to ensure dat 

the jail visiting Panel Lawyers enipanelled widi DISA continuously 

monitor the implenentation of the aloresaid directions. The compliace 

of e duties statutorily assimed to the Jail Superintendent shall also be 

ensured and delinquency, if any. be reported /rellected in the aloresaid 

repots. 

6- I has also come lo the noice that Jail Appeals as preparel by the 

advocates on panel at the district level are not generally accompanied willh 

he required allidavit of die couvict andl the lornat of such appeals is not 

always roper. Furher, more lhan ofien, he Hon'ble Court has to 

appoint aun amicus curic in such Jail Appeals. The process takes a lot of 

lime. Tlhe process devised is as under to plug lhe loop holes and ensure 

early iling nd liearing o>Jail Appeals. 

6.1. The Jail Superintendent under his statutory duty shall send the 

proposalletter for Jail Appeal witlh requisite docunnents to the High Court 

Iegl Services Comnittee, prelerably by e-ail. The High Court Legal 

Services Commiltee shall in ils disereion have a Separate e-mail address 

for Jail Appeals or devise a node to monilor Jail Appeals received on the 

exising e-nail. 
6.2. TIhe High Court Iegal Services Conmittee shall designale an advocate 

empanelled with it lor preparing the appeal/allidavit and bail applicaivns 

ctc on required formats with promptitude and ensure receipt of papers by 

The Secretary of he said 
advocale throug e-nail or oterwise. 

comnitece shall ensure the early preparation of' said Jail Appeal in word 

format and ransmit the so prepued Jail Appeal prelerably by e-uuil or 

othervise, to the concerned Jail Superintendent who shall get the appcal, 

allidavit and olier docunents signed by the accused/detained convict and 

shall also get tlhe allicdavit verified in the jail itsell. The State Legal Services 

Aubority in co-ordinaion with he District Legl Services Authority shall 

ensure dhat he Oath Comissioner is made available to the Jail 

6.3. TheJail Superintendent slall sent he connpleted appeal to the High Court 

Legal Services Conmillee. The Sccretary of he said Comnittec to 

ensure the liling of saicd Jail Appeal through designated empaelled lawyer. 

7- The Secretary, DISA is lo moitor and ensure lhat he aloresail 

requisites for filing Jail Appeal is conpilecd witlhin stipulated tine at the 

earliest by the Jail Authorities. 

Superintendent lor swearing le said allidavit in Jail itsell througlh a 

instiutionalizedl mechanism. 



8- A copy of he linal letter to be sent by the Jail Superintendent to the High 

Court Iegal Services Conmilees lor liling Jail Appeals be also sent to 

Secretauy, DLSA nndatorily lor upxlaing the records of pending Jul 

Appeal/non liling of appeal by detained convicts. 
9- The Stale Legal Services Authority shall monilor the factual situation ol 

non filing of appeals by detained convicts. 

10- It is advised hat in case of non availabiliy of copy of judgment or otlher 

requisite docunents for filing Jail Appeal with the convict or jail 

authorities lor any reason despite the copy of judgment having been gven 

to convict under the provision of 363 Cr.P.C. (Annexurc No.3). The 

Secrelary, DISA shall obtain a copy of aforesaid documents under the 

provision ol Chapter 15, Rule 1436) (c and (d) of General Rules Criminal 
(Legal Services 

(Annexurc No.4) as DLSA, an stalulory authority, 

Authoriies Act, 1987 is enacted by lhe Parliament) is an instrunentalty ol 

he State. Hence, a 'State' uncder article 12 of the Constitution. Therelore, 

Secretary, DLSA shall as such ensure the fullillment of the documentary 

requirement of filing the Jail Appeal within sipulated time. 

You are, therelore, requested to comply the aloresaid directions in 

letter and spirit forthwith. The report of the aforesaid lirst visit of dis month 

i.e. February, 2021 be sent to the High Cout Legal Services Comunittee, 

Allalhabad or il's Sub-Committee at Lucknow as the case may be and to this 

ollice by 27 February, 2021 positively.
