NOTIFICATION

CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. SRV-2015/C.R. 608/Desk-12.— In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article
309 of the Constitution of India and in supersession of all the existing rules, orders or instruments
made in that behalf and in force in the State, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to
make the following rules regulating the recruitment of the Post of Drivers (Motor Cars and Jeeps),
Group “ C” in the various Government Departments and the offices thereunder of the Government
of Maharashtra, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Drivers (Motor Cars and Jeeps), Group “ C ” in the various
Government Departments and the offices thereunder of the Government of Maharashtra
(Recruitment) Rules, 2017.

2. In these rules, unless the context requires otherwise,—

(a) “Government ” means the Government of Maharashtra ;

(b) “motor vehicle ” means the heavy passenger motor vehicle, light motor vehicles and
medium passenger motor vehicle as defined in clauses (17), (21) and (24) of section 2 of the
Motor Vehicle Act, 1988 (59 of 1988), respectively ;

(c) “recognized school ” means the Government recognized school ;

(d) “Secondary School Certificate Examination ” means the Secondary School Certificate
Examination conducted by Maharashtra State Board of Secondary and Higher Secondary
Education Boards Act, 1965 (Mah. XLI of 1965) and includes any other examination declared
by the Government to be equivalence thereto ;

(e) “Selection Committee ” means the Committee constituted for recruitment to the
post of Driver ;

3. Appointment to the post of Drivers (Motor Cars and Jeeps), Group “ C” in the various
Government Departments and offices thereunder shall be made either,—

(a) by promotion of a suitable person, on the basis of seniority subject to fitness, from
amongst the persons who,—

(i) have given willingness for the promotion to this post ;

(ii) holds any post in Group “D ” in the Government Department and office
thereunder ;

(i1i) have completed not less than three years of regular service on the post ; and
(iv) possess the qualifications prescribed for appointment by nominations in sub-
clause (i), (ii1), (v), (vi), (vii) and (viii) of clause (¢) ;
OR
(b) by transfer of a suitable person who,—

(i) holds any post in Grounp “ C ” equivalent to the post of Driver in the Government
Departments and offices thereunder ; and

(ii) possesses the qualifications and experience prescribed for appointment by
nomination in sub-clause (ii), (iii), (v), (vi), (vii) and (viii) of clause (¢);
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OR

(¢c) by nomination from amongst the candidates who—
(i) are not more than thirty-eight years of age ;

(i1) possess a driving license to drive a light motor vehicle or medium passenger
motor vehicle or heavy passenger motor vehicle under the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988
(59 of 1988), issued by the Competent Licensing Authority ;

(iiz) have passed Secondary School Certificate Examination from the recognized
school ;

(iv) possess not less than three years experience of driving a light motor vehicle or
medium passenger motor vehicle or heavy passenger motor vehicles in government,
semi-government or private institutions ;

(v) possess basic knowledge of repairing the motor vehicle ;

(vi) have a clean reocrd of driving motor vehicle and possess good health ;
Note.— “ Clean record of driving vehicle ” includes the following points :(—

(1) He shall not have been held guilty for the offence of driving under influence of drugs
or alcohol or any cognizable offence under the Motor Vehicle Act, 1988 (59 of 1988).
(2) There shall not be any accident registered against the driver.
(vii) have complete knowledge of topography of the concerned area ; and
(viii) can read and speak Marathi, Hindi languages and can read English language :

Provided that, the period of experience may be relaxed by one year on the
recommendation of the Selection Committee if the candidates with experience mentioned
in the sub-clause (iv) of clause (¢) are not available with prescribed period.

4. The person eligible to be appointed to the post mentioned in rule 3 shall pass the test of
driving at the time of appointment.

5. Appointment to the post mentioned in rule 3 made by promotion and nomination shall be
in the ratio 50 : 50 :

Provided that, the Appointing Authority may relax the said ratio of promotion and nomination,
if the exigencies of service so requires.

6. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rule 3 shall possess physical fitness and
good vision. He shall not be suffering from night blindness and colour blindness. He shall submit
the certificate of physical fitness and good vision obtained from the Competent Authority, before
appointment.

7. A person appointed to the post mentioned in rule 3 shall be liable for transfer on district,
circle, division or any other level.
