CIRCULAR

A detailed procedure has been prescribed in Rule 123 of the Maharashtra Civil

~ Services (Pension) Rules, 1982 regarding forwarding of pension papers to the Audit

Officer. Sub-rule (1) of the aforesaid rule provides that after complying with the

- requirement of Rules 121 and 122, the Head of Office shall forward to the Audit Officer

*  FORM 5 and FORM 6 duly completed with a covering letter in FORM 7 along with the

Service Book of the Govermment servant duly completed, upto-date, and any other

documents relied upon for verification of service. In para 3(a) of FORM 7 a specific

provision has been made to the effect that the Head of Office has to certify that
"No-departmentai enquiry is pending against the concemed retired Government servant.”

2 It has now been brought to the notice of the Government that in some cases heads of
offices, while forwarding pension papers to concerned Accountant General have stated
that "No-departmental enquiry is pending against the officer as far as this office is
concerned." In a few of instances the heads of oifices have stated that the
7~ no-departmental enquiry certificate is awaited or may be obtained from the Administrative
 Department of the Government. The submission of no-departmental enquiry Certificate in
{ . -thewmanner stated above by the Heads of Offices is not consistent with the provisions of
the above rule. In this regard Government is now pleased to clarify that it is the
responsibility of the Heads of Offices to ensure well in advance that no-departmental
enquiry is pending against the concerned Government servant and to issue the certificate
in the required format as laid down in para 3 (a) of Form 7. The Accountant General (A
& E)-1, Maharashtra, Mumbai & the Accountant General (A & E)-11, Maharashtra, Nagpur
will rely upon guch certificates submitted by Heads of Offices i.e. in the format prescribed
in para 3 (a) of FORM-7 of Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982 and finalise

the pension cases of concerned Government Servants.
