
 
 

Rollout of eSanad in Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar, Punjab 

The eSanad portal, developed by the National Informatics Centre (NIC) in collaboration with the 
Ministry of External Affairs (MEA), Government of India, facilitates the online verification and 
attestation/apostille of personal and educational documents issued by Document Issuing 
Authorities. This platform operates in a secure, paperless, and contactless manner. The eSanad 
portal (https://esanad.nic.in) has been meticulously designed and developed by NIC. The 
traditional manual system of document verification and Attestation / Apostille is notably 
convoluted and time-consuming for applicants, as it involves multiple stakeholders, ranging 
from Document Issuing Authorities (DIAs) at the district level to State Nodal Departments and 
the Ministry of External Affairs. 

The eSanad portal provides a centralized digital platform for contactless, cashless, and 
paperless document submission, verification, and attestation/apostille services for both Indian 
citizens and foreign nationals who have obtained documents from Document Issuing 
Authorities (DIAs) in India. The eSanad portal has been developed with a highly configurable 
architecture, allowing for seamless integration with various digital document depositories such 
as DigiLocker, the National Academic Depository (NAD), and DIAs of States/Union Territories. It 
is also integrated with BharatKosh (NTRP) for the payment of requisite fees for availing online 
attestation/apostille services. Furthermore, the eSigner application software, utilizing Digital 
Signature Certificates (DSC), is employed to digitally sign verified documents by DIAs and State 
Nodal Departments for onward transmission to the MEA, New Delhi, for Attestation / Apostille. 

For the convenience of citizens and students, eSanad was officially launched on July 7, 2025, at 
Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar during a concise yet impactful ceremony held in the 
University's Senate Hall. This marks Guru Nanak Dev University as the first State University in 
North India to have adopted the eSanad Portal. A comprehensive presentation and live 
demonstration of the application were provided to all stakeholders. This portal is poised to 
significantly benefit students and alumni by offering facile access to attested academic records 
for purposes such as higher education, employment, immigration, and scholarships, particularly 
for those applying abroad.
