The above compensation shall be granted after compliance of the following
conditions:-

Entitlement of the Compensation Amount:-

The entitlement of the compensation amount shall be under the following

conditions:-

. Death, Injury or Disability due to attack of leopard, Wild Elephant, Hyena, Wild Boar,

Snake.

Damage to the domestic animals by the leopard, Hyena, Wild Boar or Snake.

Crop damage by the Wild Elephant, Wild Boar, Rojh, Barking Deer, Sambar,
Cheetal, Monkey.

Damage to the houses by the Wild Elephants.

The cause of action for the compensation amount should arise within the territory of
state of Haryana only.

The illegality of the entitliement of the compensation amount:-

. The entitlement for old person medically unfit, disabled or mentally unfit the

abondonment of the minor shall be illegal
There shall not be entitlements for compensation for any Act in National Park/Wildife
Sanctuary/Protected Area/Reserved Forests.
The person riding on the vehicle shall not be entitled to compensation in case of
accident.
The compensation for damage shall be given by one department of the Haryana
Govt. No person shall claim the compensation from two or more departments for the
same damage.
The process of granting the compensation amount:-
The process of granting compensation to the person injured by the wild
animals shall be as follaws:-
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. The information regarding the death, disability, injury to the person by the Wild

Animals shall be given immediately to the local Wildilfe Guard/Forest Guard/Sub-
Inspector Wildlife/Wildife Inspector/Divisional Wildlife Officer/Police

The Report of the inquiry shall be submitted before the Divisional Office by the
Wildlife Inspector/Forest Range Officer.

The Certificate shall be issued by the Doctor of the State regarding the death,
disability or injury of the person by the Wild Animals

The Certificate shall be taken from the competent officer of the Revenue Department
regarding the dependents of the dead person before granting the compensation
amount

The dead body of the person shall not be removed from the scene of the incident till
the inspection of the Department and the footprints of the Wild Animals shall also not
be cleared.

The process of granting compensation amount for injury to the cattles by the

Wild Animals shall be as follows:-

.~ The information regarding the death of the cattle shall be given within 24 Hours of

the death by the owner of the cattle to the local Wildilfe Guard/Forest Guard/Sub-
Inspector Wildlife/Wildife Inspector/Divisional Wildlife Officer/Police.

. The body of the cattle shall not be removed from the scene of the incident before the

confirmation of killing of the cattle by the Wild Animals by the Village Head or
Incumbent public representative. The compensation amount shall not be granted in
case of putting any toxic or pesticide on the body of the cattle and tampering with
the body of the cattle.

3. Itis mandatory to do the post-mortem of the cattle by the Veterniary Hospital.

The body of the dead cattle shall not be removed from the place of incident before
inspection by the Department and footprints of the Wild Animals shall also not be
cleared.

There shall not be entitiements of compensation for any Act in National Park/Wildife
Sanctuary/Protected Area/Reserved Forests.

The process of granting compensation for damage to the houses by the Wild

Elephants shall be as follows:- %

. The house owner shall give immediate information to the local Wildilfe Guard/Forest

Guard/Sub-Inspector  Wildlife/Wildife Inspector/Divisional Wildlife Officer/Police
regarding damage by the Elephants.

. The inquiry report shall be made available to the Divisional Wildlife Officer after

cumulative assessment by the concerned Tehsildar/NaibTehsildar and Range
Officer/ Wildlife Inspector and final inquiry report shall be submitted by them to the
concerned Chief Wildlife Warden, Haryana within one month positively. The
concerr_1\ed Chief Wildlife V\/la(den, Haryana shall be entitled to approve the proposed

compensation amount afte&ge_ztting the final inquiry report.
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The process of granting compensation regarding damage to the crops by the

Wild Animals.

. The information regarding the damage to the crops by the Wild Animals by the

Owner of the farm/tenant farmer shall be given to the local Wildilfe Guard/Forest

Guard/Sub-Inspector Wildlife/Wildife Inspector/Divisional Wildlife Officer

. The payment/assessment of the compensation shall be given after inspection at the

time of harvest.

The inquiry report shall be made available to the Divisional Wildlife Officer after
cumulative assessment by the concerned Tehsildar/NaibTehsildar and Range
Officer/ Wildlife Inspector and final inquiry report shall be submitted by them to the
concerned Chief Wildlife Warden, Haryana within one month positively. The
concerned Chief Wildlife Warden, Haryana shall be entitled to approve the proposed
compensation amount after getting the final inquiry report.

The crop damage by the Wild Animals, Natural Disaster, natural hailstone shall be

taken as one and the compensation shall be granted according to the rules of the
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Superiritehdent
