Advise the State Government of Maharashtra on (i)
various matters including but not limited to devising and
implementing strategies, policies, guidelines, processes to
develop 'Smart Cities', ‘Digital Villages’, 'Bharatnet’,
'Digital India', ‘Cyber Security’ and similar projects under
the respective programs initiated by the Government of
India; (ii) Information and Communication Technology
(ICT) solutions and e-Governance; (iii) addressing
technological requirements of various development
programmes; (iv) planning a wide range of compatible
activities efficient use of land as part of the aforesaid
projects or otherwise; (v) providing technology and other
infrastructure to cater to multiple governmental
initiatives; and (vi) procurement of IT hardware, software
and services which is proprietary in nature and vii)
promote research, development and entrepreneurship in

any one or more of the aforesaid activities/ areas.

As nodal IT implementation agency of the State
Government of Maharashtra, Build, own or operate, erect,
implement and provide on lease or otherwise, end-to-end

ICT solutions comprising design, development, testing,

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production and installation of software, hardware,
networks and establishment and operations of institutions
including but not limited to planning, designing, operations
and management of State CERT and State Security
Operations Center (SOC) and imparting training to all
concerned thereof; Acquire, Develop, Operate, Maintain
and undertake improvement of technology relating
activities such as software, hardware and networks for
and/or on behalf of the Maharashtra State Government or
any arm, entity, body, agency or corporation thereof; to
undertake projects of eGovernance, IT infrastructure and
IT enabled services anywhere either through in-house
resources or engagement of suitable experts and agencies
by outsourcing; to act as incubator, facilitator and/or
promoter for projects involving innovation and/or
unconventional concepts, in various areas including but
not limited to public and other utility and/or welfare
services with or without government participation,
administration and management of any governmental

affair;

3. Establish companies, corporate bodies, associations, or
any other type of legal entities including but not limited
to joint ventures and special purpose vehicles for
undertaking one or more projects, existing or future,
defined under various projects/plans/schemes of the
Government of Maharashtra and the Government of India;

Form, incorporate or establish companies, associations,
joint ventures or special purpose vehicles.

Overview, review, supervise or otherwise control any
capacity building activity, project or mission including
budgeting, implementation, and preparation of plan, report
thereof, and co-ordination with other missions / schemes and
activities of various ministries of Maharashtra State and/or
Central Government, and approve and sanction the projects
including their technical appraisal.

Approve and act upon the reports of a third party review

and monitoring agency, monitor and review quality control
related matters and act upon issues arising thereof.

8. Participate in development of areas specified as Hardware
and Software Technology Parks and Information Technology
Special Export Zones, to undertake measures to strengthen the
base of technology and technology-enabled service.

on turnkey basis in various Departments, Corporations,
Companies, Societies, Boards, Urban Local Bodies (ULBs),
Panchayati Raj Institutions (PRIs), other Statutory Bodies etc.

29. To open branches, sub-offices, in any state of India or
outside India and to appoint agents, sub - agents and brokers
to procure business in which this Company may be dealing.

30. To procure the Company registration or recognition in any
country, state or place and establish and regulate agencies for
the purpose of the Company.

31. To pay all the costs, charges and expenses of and
incidental to the promotion, formation, registration and
establishment of the Company and issue of its capital including
brokerage and commission for obtaining applications, for or
taking, placing or underwriting or procuring the underwriting of
shares, debentures or other securities of the Company and
costs, charges, expenses of negotiations and contracts and
arrangement made prior to and in anticipation of the formation
and incorporation of the Company, having regard to the
provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 and for incidental to the
raising of money for the Company.
