By the early nineteenth century, printing presses had spread across many Indian towns. In Calcutta, Bombay
and Madras, new presses were established by merchants, missionaries and local entrepreneurs. A variety of
books, religious texts, almanacs and works of literature became available at affordable prices. Many Indians
began to realise that printed material could reach far beyond their immediate communities and could create a
shared world of ideas. Vernacular newspapers also emerged, discussing social customs, religious practices and
colonial policies.

One editor wrote in 1872:

“The power of print lies in its ability to enlighten minds. When people read widely, they question blind
traditions, demand justice and become aware of their rights. A printed page can travel to places where even
political leaders may not reach.”

Social reformers used print to spread new ideas on widow remarriage, caste inequality and women’s
education. At the same time, censorship laws were passed by colonial officials who feared that print could
provoke opposition. Yet, the public demand for books and journals only increased in the following decades.
