SNAKES

Brief Information about Snakes

Snakes are elongated, limbless, carnivaraus reptiles of the
suborder serpents. There are about 3,971 known species of snake like
all other squamats, snakes are vertebrate caved in overlapping scals.
Many species of snakes have a skull with more joint than their lizard
ancestors, allowing them to swallow verymuch larger than them.
Sankes are found every continent except Antartica. Most snake species
have only 1 lung except the boa python which have 2 lungs, snakes
usually pregan lizards, frogs, rat, eggs, fish, insects etc. Most non-
venomous snakes kill their preg by constricting it. Doing so the victim
dies of reduced blood flow.

VYenomaus Snakes

There are around 600 venamaus snake species in the world with 200
species able to kill 2 human. The most venomous snake in the world 1s
the Inland Japan. But it is preferred to be far away from human. In
India, the top & venomous snakes are known as the big faur. The four
consists of Russells Viper, common krait, Indian spectected cobra and
the law scaled Viper. The common Krait is the most venomous snakes.
It is black in color with white bands an it. It is mostly found in
Karnataka, India. Some people have some allergy to Russel Viper
venom. If this snake bite them they got into an anaphalactic shock.
This can cause death in under 10mins it mats treated. The Indian
spectacled Cobra gets its name by the spectacled shaped. Marking on
its head. It raises its head when its angry or scared. It has every patent
venom but it would rather save it than waste it. So sometimes it
strikes with its mouth closed to give a serious warning. The Saw-scaled
Viper gets its names from the saving sand that comes when it rubs its
scale. It is mostly found the rocky areas. It is brawn with whitish spots.
It causes most snake bite death in India.



Mimicry done by non - venomous snakes

Mimicry simply means to imitate something or someone. Mimicry is
mostly done by weaker animals to protect themselves from predators,
same non- venomous snakes mimics venomous snakes like the rat
snakes who mimics cobra, wolf snakes which mimics etc. Now | will tell
you differentiate them.

1. Rat snakes from cobra- The rat snake like the cobra flattens its
neck to made it look like a hood. But the rat snake has black
likes on the underbelly and lips which are not present in cobra.

2. Wolf snakes from common krait - The wolf snake is black like the
krait but it has thick white bands starting from the neck while
krait has thin white bands which are absent in neck region.

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SCIENCE EXPERIMENTS

Three cool science experiments to do at home when bored

The Skittles experiment;- To do this experiment we will need:-

1] A bag of skittels A plate Warm water.

Mow follow these instructions - Arrange the skittles in a circle on the outer curve of the
plate, 2) Carefully pour warm water into the middle of the plate so that the sweets are
half submerged.

Watch as the colour of the Sweets slowly start to creep towards the middle of the platel!
Skittles are made with colourful dyes and sugar, The warm water dissolves this dye and
sugar and they move towards a place where there is less dye and sugar. This process is
called as diffusion

2) The soap and pepper experiment:

For this experiment we will need:- Any soap, A bowl and pepper. Hrst take the bowl and
pour some water in it. Then take some pepper and put it on the bowl with water. Now try
dipping your finger in the bowl, the pepper sticks in your hand. Mow put some Soap on
your fingers-and try dipping your fingers in the bowl but this time the pepper moves away
from your fingers! The pepper flakes float because of buoyancy and it moves away from
Soap because the soap changes the tension of water Surface.

3) The walking water experiment:-

For this experiment, follow the instructions given below- Take a glass of water and add
turmeric to it.Now take another empty glass and a tissue paper. Connect both the glasses
with the tissue paper. See what happens, the water shifts into the empty glass. The water
travels through gaps in the paper tissue fibres and called "walks" into the empty jar. This
is a process capillary action
