Innovations in Press
By the late eighteenth century, the press came to be made out of metal. Through the

nineteenth century, there were a series of further innovations in printing technology. By
the mid-nineteenth century, Richard M. Hoe of New York had perfected the power-
driven cylindrical press. This was capable of printing 8,000 sheets per hour. This press
was particularly useful for printing newspapers. In the late nineteenth century, the offset
press was developed which could print up to six colours at a time. From the turn of the
twentieth century, electrically operated presses accelerated printing operations. A series
of other developments followed. Methods of feeding paper improved, the quality of
plates became better, automatic paper reels and photoelectric controls of the colour
register were introduced. The accumulation of several individual mechanical
improvements transformed the appearance of printed texts. Printers and publishers
continuously developed new strategies to sell their product. Nineteenth-century
periodicals serialised important novels, which gave birth to a particular way of writing
novels. In the 1920s in England, popular works were sold in cheap series, called the
Shilling Series. The dust cover or the book jacket is also a twentieth-century innovation.
With the onset of the Great Depression in the 1930s, publishers feared a decline in book

purchases. To sustain buying, they brought out cheap paperback editions. (Courtesy: Print

Bhoodan - Gramdan

Mahatma Gandhi declared Vinoba Bhave as his spiritual heir. He also participated in
Satyagraha as one of the foremost satyagrahis. He was one of the votaries of Gandhi’s
concept of gram swarajya. After Gandhiji’s martyrdom, VVinoba Bhave undertook padyatra
to spread Gandhiji’s message covered almost the entire country. Once, when he was
delivering a lecture at Pochampalli in Andhra Pradesh, some poor landless villagers
demanded some land for their economic well-being. Vinoba Bhave could not promise it to
them immediately but assured them to talk to the Government of India regarding provision
of land for them if they undertook cooperative farming. Suddenly, Shri Ram Chandra
Reddy stood up and offered 80 acres of land to be distributed among 80 land-less villagers.
This act was known as ‘Bhoodan’. Later he travelled and introduced his ideas widely all
over India. Some zamindars, owners of many villages offered to distribute some villages
among the landless. It was known as Gramdan. However, many land-owners chose to
provide some part of their land to the poor farmers due to the fear of land ceiling act. This
Bhoodan-Gramdan movement initiated by Vinoba Bhave is also known as the Blood-less

In our country, women still lag much behind men despite some improvement since
Independence. Ours is still a male-dominated, patriarchal society. Women face disadvantage,
discrimination and oppression in various ways: The literacy rate among women is only 54 per
cent compared with 76 per cent among men. Similarly, a smaller proportion of girl students go
for higher studies. When we look at school results, girls perform as well as boys, if not better
in some places. But they drop out because parents prefer to spend their resources for their boys’
education rather than spending equally on their sons and daughters. No wonder the proportion
of women among the highly paid and valued jobs, is still very small. On an average, an Indian
woman works one hour more than an average man every day. Yet much of her work is not paid
and therefore, often not valued. The Equal Remuneration Act, 1976 provides that equal wages
should be paid to equal work. However in almost all areas of work, from sports and cinema, to
factories and fields, women are paid less than men, even when both do exactly the same work.
In many parts of India, parents prefer to have sons and find ways to have the girl child aborted



before she is born. Such sex-selective abortion led to a decline in child sex ratio (number of
girl children per thousand boys) in the country to merely 919.
