CHANDRAYAN — 3

India's space agency , the Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO) launched
the CHANDRAYAN — 3 Spacecraft with an orbiter, lander and a rover lifted off at
14:35 on Friday from SHRIHARIKOTA SPACE CENTRE.

The lander is a clue to reach moon on 23-24 August.

If successful, India would be only the fourth country to achieve a soft landing on
moon. The main mission of Chandrayan — 3 is to land on South Pole Of Moon
which is still largely unexplored . This surface area of moon is covered with shad-
ows which creates a possibility of water present in those areas . This Spacecraft al-
so carries a suite of seven advanced scientified instruments to analyse the lunar
soil and study moon's envircnment.
