Worried by the developments, the colonial government began arresting the Congress leaders one by one.
This led to violent clashes in many palaces. When Abdul Ghaffar Khan, a devout disciple of Mahatma
Gandhi, was arrested in April 1930, angry crowds demonstrated in the streets of Peshawar, facing
armoured cars and police firing. Many were killed. A month later, when Mahatma Gandhi himself was
arrested, industrial workers in Sholapur attacked police posts, municipal buildings, law courts and railway
stations - all structures that symbolised British rule. A frightened government responded with a policy of
brutal repression. Peaceful satyagrahis were attacked, women and children were beaten, and about
100,000 people were arrested.
In such a situation, Mahatma Gandhi once again decided to call off the movement and entered into a pact
with Irwin on 5 March 1931. By this Gandhi-Irwin Pact, Gandhiji consented to participate in a Round Table
Conference (the Congress had boycotted the first Round Table Conference) in London and the government
agreed to release the political prisoners. In December 1931, Gandhiji went to London for the conference,
but the negotiations broke down and he returned disappointed. Back in India, he discovered that the
government had begun a new cycle of repression. Ghaffar Khan and Jawaharlal Nehru were both in jail, the
Congress had been declared illegal, and a series of measures had been imposed to prevent meetings,
demonstrations and boycotts. With great apprehension, Mahatma Gandhi re-launched the Civil
Disobedience Movement. For over a year, the movement continued, but by 1934 it lost its momentum.

In the semi-arid and arid regions of Rajasthan, particularly in Bikaner, Phalodi and Barmer, almost all the
houses traditionally had underground tanks or tankas for storing drinking water. The tanks could be as
large as a big room; one household in Phalodi had a tank that was 6.1 metres deep, 4.27 metres long and
2.44 metres wide. The tankas were part of the well-developed rooftop rainwater harvesting system and
were built inside the main house or the courtyard. They were connected to the sloping roofs of the houses
through a pipe. Rain falling on the rooftops would travel down the pipe and was stored in these
underground ‘tankas’. The first spell of rain was usually not collected as this would clean the roofs and the
pipes. The rainwater from the subsequent showers was then collected. The rainwater can be stored in the
tankas till the next rainfall making it an extremely reliable source of drinking water when all other sources
are dried up, particularly in the summers. Rainwater, or palar pani, as commonly referred to in these parts,
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is considered the purest form of natural water. Many houses constructed underground rooms adjoining the
‘tanka’ to beat the summer heat as it would keep the room cool.
