The invention of the printing press in the 15th century revolutionized the
way information was disseminated across Europe and later the world. In
India, the arrival of print was closely tied to colonial expansion. The first
printing press was introduced by Portuguese missionaries in Goa in 1556.
Initially used for religious texts, print gradually expanded to include
newspapers, journals, and books in various Indian languages. By the 19th
century, print had become a powerful medium for social reform and
political awakening.

Reformers like Raja Ram Mohan Roy used print to spread ideas against
social evils such as sati and child marriage.

Many thought that given the disadvantages and rising resistance against
the multi-purpose projects, water harvesting system was a viable
alternative, both socio-economically and environmentally. In ancient India,
along with the sophisticated hydraulic structures, there existed an
extraordinary tradition of water harvesting system. People had in-depth
knowledge of rainfall regimes and soil types and developed wide ranging
techniques to harvest rainwater, groundwater, river water and flood water
in keeping with the local ecological conditions and their water needs. In hill
and mountainous regions, people built diversion channels like the ‘guls’ or
‘kuls’ of the Western Himalayas for agriculture. ‘Rooftop rainwater
harvesting’ was commonly practised to store drinking water, particularly in
Rajasthan. In the flood plains of Bengal, people developed inundation
channels to irrigate their fields.

Power sharing is a vital feature of democracy. It refers to the distribution of
power among different organs of government, levels of government, and
social groups. In a democratic setup, power is not concentrated in one
hand but is shared to ensure fairness, stability, and representation. For
example, in Belgium, power is shared among different linguistic
communities—Dutch-speaking, French-speaking, and German-speaking.
This arrangement has helped avoid conflict and maintain unity in a diverse
society.

In contrast, Sri Lanka followed a majoritarian model where the Sinhalese
majority imposed its will on the Tamil minority. This led to civil unrest and
demands for a separate state. The comparison between Belgium and Sri
Lanka highlights the importance of respecting diversity through power
sharing.

Power sharing can take many forms: among different organs of
government (legislature, executive, and judiciary), among governments at
different levels (central, state, local), and among social groups (religious,
linguistic, or ethnic). Horizontal power sharing ensures that no organ of
government dominates the others, while vertical power sharing allows
local governments to make decisions on local matters.

Power sharing is also seen as the true spirit of democracy. It reduces the
chances of conflict between groups, ensures political stability, and
promotes active citizen participation. By accommodating diverse interests,
it strengthens the unity of the nation and deepens democratic values.
