1990s during the financial crisis. It was created as
a platform for finance ministers and central bank
governors to discuss global economic and financial
issues. In response to the global economic and
financial crisis of 2007, it was elevated to the level
of heads of state or government and renamed
the “Premier Forum for International Economic
Cooperation” in 2009. Its objective is to ensure
global financial stability by including middle-income
countries. The G-20 countries represent 60% of the
world’s population, 85% of global GDP, and 75% of
global trade.

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THE THEME OF INDIA’S
G-20 PRESIDENCY

Thetheme of India’s G-20 presidency is “Vasudhaiva
Kutumbakam” or “One Earth, One Family, One
Future,” derived from an ancient Sanskrit verse of
the Maha Upanishad. It emphasizes the inherent
interconnectedness of all life- humans, animals,
plants, and microorganisms and validates their
interdependence with the Earth and the wider
universe. The theme sheds light on sustainable and
responsible options, both at an individual lifestyle
level and at the level of national development,
which align harmoniously with nature. India’s
G-20 presidency also marks the beginning of the
“Amritkal” period, 25 years starting from the 75th
anniversary of itsindependence on August 15, 2022,
envisioning a futuristic, inclusive, and developed
society rooted in a human-centric perspective.

G-20 MEETINGS

During its G-20 presidency, India hosted more
than 185 meetings, including 13 ministerial-level
meetings, which were not limited to New Delhi or
other major cities. This provided an opportunity to
showcase India’s rich cultural heritage and offered
a unigue Indian experience to G-20 delegates and
guests. The presidency also served as an occasion
to provide an exceptional opportunity for the citizens
of the country to engage with the G-20 member
countries, special invitees, and other stakeholders.

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Quick Facts about G-20

The first summit of the G-20 was held in Washington in 2008.
It was the first time India held the presidency of the G-20 since the group’s inception in 1999.

Indonesia had handed over the G-20 chairmanship to India at the 1 December 2022.

India’s theme for its G-20 Presidency is “Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam” (One Earth - One Family -
One Future).

The G-20 Summit is held annually with a rotating presidency.

The G-20 members represent around 85% of the global GDP.

The G-20 is an international forum comprising 19 countries and the European Union,
representing major economies from around the world.

Under India’s Presidency, nine countries — Bangladesh, Egypt, Mauritius, Netherlands,
Nigeria, Oman, Singapore, Spain and the United Arab Emirates — have been invited to be
the “guest countries”.

G-20 plays an important role in shaping global policies on various issues, including climate
change, sustainable development goals, and economic recovery.

India will hand over the baton to Brazil when its presidency ends on November 30, 2023.
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
