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Kendriya Vidyalayas (KVS) are demonstrating their
commitment to student welfare through the
implementation of PRASHAST, a Pre-Assessment
Holistic Screening Tool aimed at streamlining disability
screening from class | to XII. This innovative app has
seen widespread adoption, with 31,174 teachers
and 1,274,665 students already screened, out of an
expected total enrollment of 1.4 million by the end of
the academic session 2023-24. PRASHAST stands
out for its user-friendly interface, employing simple
language to capture the behavioral indicators of
the 21 disabilities outlined in the Rights of Persons
with Disabilities Act (RPwD) 2016. Moreover, it emphasizes the participation of regular teachers,
special educators, counsellors, school heads, and school management committees, ensuring a
comprehensive and inclusive screening process. By leveraging PRASHAST, KVS aims to prevent
unscientific diagnoses and unnecessary labeling of children, thus fostering an environment conducive
to holistic student development.

YUVIKA: Bringing Advancement
into Students’ Lives!

In the heartlands of India, where the sun rises over fields and the sky stretches wide, a special
opportunity twinkles like a distant star for the young minds of Kendriya Vidyalayas. Amidst the rustle
of textbooks and the chatter of classrooms, a whisper spreads like wildfire: YUVIKA is coming. This
isn’t just any program—it's a gateway to the cosmos, a chance to touch the stars without leaving
the ground.

YUVIKA (YUva Vigyani KAryakram) is a special program by the Indian Space Research Organization
(ISRO) for school children studying in class 9th as of January 1, 2024, in schools located within the
territory of India. ISRO is organizing the “Young Scientist Programme” (YUVIKA) to educate school
children about space science, technology, and applications, encouraging them to pursue careers
in STEM fields. The program targets students in rural areas and aims to raise awareness about
advancements in science and technology.

This residential program will be of two weeks’ duration from May 13, 2024, to May 24, 2024.
The schedule will include invited talks, experience sharing by eminent scientists, experimental
demonstrations, facility and lab visits, exclusive sessions for discussions with experts, practical, and
feedback sessions. The program aims to select 350 students across the country and is planned at
seven (07) centers of ISRO.

The Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan has disseminated this information to all Kendriya Vidyalayas
across the country to encourage promoting and facilitating the registration of all class IX students
for the YUVIKA 2024 program. A total of 21,438 students were registered from Kendriya Vidyalayas
across the country. Out of the 350 students selected nationwide, 84 students from Kendriya
Vidyalayas were chosen to participate in this two-week residential program.



KVS Dynamic Training I'nitiatives
For Future Leaders

As the academic year nears its end, a sense of closure fills the air, yet the training of educators
persists. The training wing buzzes with activity, particularly focusing on newly recruited headmasters.
The standout feature of the KVS training program is its innovative blended approach, which ensures
a continuous learning experience.

In 2022, 169 new Headmasters joined, undergoing a rigorous 6-day Induction Course in January
2024 to excel in their roles. An invaluable resource, “Games for Children - Khel Tarang,” was crafted
during this course to enhance classroom experiences.

Following this, 234 newly recruited Vice Principals underwent a comprehensive induction course in
February 2024 to equip them with effective leadership skills.

Capacity building for Balvatika teachers has been a priority since its inception in 2022-23. Training
sessions were conducted by ZIETs Chandigarh, Gwalior, & Mumbai, focusing on child development,
pedagogical skills, and NCF FS 2022, with resource persons from the Unmukh and Jaadui Pitara
development teams.

Non-teaching staff also benefited from capacity-building programs led by faculty from ISTM, providing
learning opportunities outside their usual office environment.
