3 Venue The Bharat Scouts and Guides, National Training Centre, Pachmarhi, 

Madhya Pradesh - 461881 

4 Arrival On 21.10.2024 evening or before 09.00 A.M. on 22.10.2024: Registration 

at 09:00 A.M. on 22.10.2024 in proper Uniform. Late comers will not be 

admitted for any reason. 

5 Departure 28.10.2024 afternoon (Accordingly return journey reservation may be done). 

6 How to Reach  Pachmarhi is located on the Mumbai Jabalpur route (Between Itarsi and 

Jabalpur Station). Pipariya is the nearest Railway station from Pachmarhi. 

The distance from Pipariya to Pachmarhi is 56 k.m. Buses are available 

from Pipariya to Pachmarhi. Number of private jeeps are also available on 

nominal rate. The Bharat Scouts & Guides is just 5 k.m.  from Pachmarhi 

bus stand. Local Conveyance available to reach National Training Centre 

from Pachmarhi Bus Stand. Those who are coming by private Jeep can 

directly come up NTC (Queenie Park)
